| SOMETHING ABOUT SOUPS.

In o meal where soup begins the din-
per and the dishes following are sub-
[—— stantial, the soup

should be. clear,
i light and hot, but
i not necessarily
nutritious, But in
| meals where the
goup Is to form
the main dish of
the family it
| should be nutritious In character.
To make stock use bones left from
l_ steaks, Foasts and poultry or the liquor
" in which they have been bolled; keep
in the fce chest. They may be added
to from day to day. The bones should
be cracked 80 that all the marrow may
he dissolved, Cover the bones and
-any meat with cold water and simmer
gently for several hours. Skim and at
the end of the third hour add any
_flavorings such as herbs, any of the
onlon family, cloves, carrot, turnip,
celery tops, bay leaves and a téaspoon-
ful of peppercorns to each four quarts
of soup. The delicate flavor of soup
{s rulned If it 1s bofled, as the volatile
oll and other flavors pass off in the
air. The stock s strained at the end
of four hours and set away to cool 80
that the surplus fat can be easily re-
moved; To clarify stock allow one
cgg “white with the shell for each
quart of stock. Crush the shell and
beat it with a little cold stock and
the egg white until well mixed. Add
to the stock just brought to the boll-
ing point and then strain through
cheesecloth wiung out of cold water.
_In summer stock will keep better with
no vegetable flavorings added,

“HALL-MARK."

-y~ 0 SAY that something bears

the “hall-mark” has come
to mean that it Is genuine, un-
adulterated, above suspicion and
the expression is now fre-
.quently applied to men, though
In the beginning it was affixed
only to articles of gold or sil-
ver,

Stiletly speaking, the hall-
mark is the official stamp used
by the Goldsmiths' company in
Englur d as a proof of the purity
of various metals, the name be-
ing derived from the jéwelers'
guild or hall and not from any
regemblance to a hallway In the &

stamp itself. The hall-mark for
London is a leopard's head; for
Dublin a harp; for Glasgow a
tree and a sulmon with a ring
! fn its mouth; for Birmingham

[t will take about twenty minutes’
beating. Serve in sherbet cups with a
thin custard for a sauce
Scalloped Celery.—Cook ' two cup-
fuls of celery in water to cover, until
tender. Save one cupful of the stock;
add to It one cupful of milk. Melt
two tablespoonfuls of butter; add two
of flour and when well mixed add the
milk and stock. Cook until smooth
and thick; season well with salt and
pepper, then add the cooked celery
. and one-half cupful of cheese, Ling
