The church is not built 
upon the learning, the eloquence, 
or the zeal of human leaders, but 
upon Jesus Christ. The church is 
not the material building of wood 
or brick, or stone, but, the com­ 
pany of believers who worship 
there. The church is the body of 
believers who love, the Lord Jesus 
Christ, and serve him. All who then 
love and serve him are members ot 
the church, no matter to what de­ 
nomination they belong. Religion 
is not intended to be a minor mat­ 
ter of secondary interest. It IF, 
first: "Seek ye first the Kingdom of 
God and His righteousness."

In the evening the pastor spoko 
upon the "Fatherhood of God." 
The hymns of this service set forth 
this theme.

From a statement by Lew Wal­ 
lace, Jr., Director U. S. Government 
Savings System, Washington, D. C.:

Thrift is necessary "to national 
existence. When a people cease 
saving and turn to waste and ex­ 
travagance they begin to degener­ 
ate, their government begins to de­ 
cay and the fife of their nation is 
doomed. All the world has shown 
that a thrifty people are a progres­ 
sive people and a prosperous people, 
advancing steadily in industry. In­ 
telligence, Independence and good 
government. Saving money is not 
miserly; it is wisdom. Hoarding 
money is miserly and wasteful, be­ 
cause it clogs the life blood of com­ 
merce. Saving money and invest­ 
ing it, on the contrary, means that 
money is put to work, earning for 
the investor and providing capital 
for industry and trade.

The United States Government 
has become actively engaged lit a 
great movement for thrift and sav­ 
ing. It is reaching out for the 
hoarded and hidden money earned 
by the timid; it offers them a safe 
invetsment and a high rate of In­ 
terest. The Postal Savings System 
has been in operation more than 
twelve years and has been a suc­ 
cess. It still affords one of the 
best mediums tor people who can 
save only small amounts at a time. 
Ten cent stamps are sold and when 
a person has ten stamps they can 
be exchanged for a $1 interest-bear­ 
ing postal savings certificates. Pos­ 
tal savings have proved very popu­ 
lar, many people having purchased 
the limit of $2500.

The government also offers Treas­ 
ury Savings Certificates for those 
who want to invest in larger 
amounts. They are sold ill denom­ 
inations of $25, $100 and $1000 at 
$20, $HO and $800. These certifi­ 
cates are exempt from state and lo­ 
cal taxation (except estate and in­ 
heritance taxes) and from the nor­ 
mal Federal income tax, paying 4% 
per cent interest compounded ueml- 
aunually, redeemable in live yours.

Stuart J. Fliritham, county fire
