Carol) is the fruit 

of a quick-growing, long lived, ev­ 

er-green, deep-rooted tree. Cali­ 

fornia grown Carol) analyzes over 

r>07o sugar and over 22% protein

probably the most valuable food 

grown. Adapted only to semi-arid 

districts Carol) has been grown since 

the beginning of history In the 

Mediterranean counties, which now 

produce hundreds of thousands of 

tons annually. Carob is used as a 

fruit, as a nut. as a meat, as a 

cereal, as a forage. The yield in 

enormous, cures on the tree, is not 

perishable. Its uses are myraid  

sugar, syrups, flavorings, soft 

drinks, confections, dyes, and as a 

fruit, nut or meat. California Car­ 

ob at normal yield and price would 

pay tremendously.

1 DAY NURSERY

your children to them?

The day nursery, as an inslilu 

tion of our modern Industrial life, 

Is meeting a definite need in the 

community. If it were not for the 

nuraerles, children whose mothers 

and older sisters, because of high 

prices and small incomes, have been 

forced into the factories, the shopp 

and other occupations, would be 

left to roam the streets and get 

into mischief during the absence of 

their elders from home.
In almost all of the schools lo­ 

cated in the Industrial district of 

Los Angeles there is a day nursery. 

In some cases small bungalows have 

been especially erected for this pur­ 

pose. That at Macy street, school 

is a good example of this type of 

lay nursery. Several years ago an 

attract he little cottage was built 

In one corner of the school grounds 

In It are threi- rooms and a sleep­ 

ing porch. One large room and a 

dining room the kitchen is equipped 

with :ill that '-is necessary for cook- 

ins the nourishing meals necessary 

for the little tots and the third 

room, bath room, has a little bath­ 

tub and wash stands, where the 

children whose mothers left home 

too hurridly in the morning to give 

the proper care are bathed and 

cleaned. The sleeping porch is lined 

with beds where sleepy youngsters 

are made comfortable and encour­ 

aged to take the necessary nap at | 

regular hours in the day. '

A small yard with baby swings, 

sand pile, ets., adjoins the building 

and gives the children an oppor­ 

tunity for healthful outdoor exer­ 

cise.
Milk and crackers are served to 

the children in the morning and a 

nourishing meal of soup, rice or 

similar food Is served at noon.

Of course money is required to 

carry on this work. The Board of 

Education furnishes two kinder­ 

garten teachers, a ndrse girl and 

the usual kindergarten supplies, but 

it has always been the pleasure of. 

the P.-T. A. to see that the child­ 

ren have the necessary food.

In Lomita the P.-T. A. secures 

it's quota for this work by placing 

milk bottles in some of our leading 

stores where kind-hearted citizens 

of the community place pennies, 

nickles and dimes. Lomita has al­ 

ways been able to meet their 

quota and we must continue to 

do so.

4. The storage basin will be ov­ 

er 200 miles in length, impound­ 

ing more than 40,000,000 acre feet 

of water.
5.--Three hundred miles of the 

river will be made navigable.

t>. The area which may be 

served with power includes three- 

quarters of the state of California, 

ihe entire states of Arizona, Ne­ 

vada and Utah, more than one- 

half of Colorado and New Mexico 

and one-fifth of Idaho and Wyom­ 

ing, with possibly large areas in 

Northern Mexico.
7. Power may be used for the 

electrification of steam railroads as 

well as for commercial, agricul­ 

tural, mining and municipal uses 

in the entire district The saving 

in fuel oil by the substitution of 

tins hydolelectric power will 

amount to 90,000,00l) barrels per 

5ear, which is practically the pres­ 

ent annual production of the en- 

lire state of California.

8. These savings in oil con­ 

sumption will indefinitely extend 

the fuel life of our navy and mer­ 

chant marine, the vessels of which 

(luring the war were of necessity 

changed from coal to oil-burning 

types.
9. The Colorado River is the sec­ 

ond largest river system of the 

country, having a drainage area of 

250,000 square miles. Nature's ar­ 

rangement of this stream for man's 

use is equaled by that of no other 

river in the world.
