DEMAND FOR ELECTRICITY
ENORMOUS EACH YEA?.

Anticipating tho enormous <! <- 
inand for hydroelectric development, 
the Southern California Edison Co. 
has made application to the State 
Railroad Commission for permission 
to tague several million dollars of 
Its common capital stock. It will 
resume Its active campaign for the 
distribution of these junior securi­ 
ties among the 250,000 consumers 
of the company, according to in­ 
formation received by District Man­ 
ager C. E. Houston today.

Electricity has come to be re­ 
garded as the prime mover for all 
agricultural and manufacturing ac­ 
tivities In the Southwest, which 
makes Its development a quegtlon 
of paramount Importance to the 
community. A very large number 
>f the consumers of the Southern 
California Edison Company are own­ 
ers of common capital stock and 
also 70 per cent of its officers and 
permanent employees. It has al­ 
ready worked out a definite pro- 
glram for developing 750,000 horse 
power from the waters of Big Creek, 
untington Lake, Florence Lake and 
the Kern River, which will cost 
$200,000,000, and has made appli­ 
cation for filing on sites, at Marble 
Canyon and Diamond Creek on the 
Colorado River, which have an ad 
litional capacity of developing 2,- 
500,000 horse-power of electrica 
energy at a cogt of approximately 
$f>00,000,000. '

The securities at the present mar'.iet 
price bear 8ty% on the investmjnt 
and gtanding behind them are phy­ 
sical properties consisting of twenty- 
four power plants of 302,230 horsj- 
power, .with 950 miles of electric 
line, 111 electric substations, fifty- 
two district offices conveniently lo­ 
cated for the accommodation of pa­ 
trons In 233 cities, and an estab­ 
lished businegS in the counties of 
Los Angeles, Kern, Kings, Fres:io. 
Orange, Ventura, San Bernard!u >. 
Santa Barbara, Tulare and River­ 
side.
