An adjourned meeting of the

j local Post of the American Legion 
was held Thursday evening in their 
club rooms at the Post Office build­ 
ing.

The meeting was called to order 
at 8 o'clock by Commander Post. 
The minutes were read and approv­ 
ed, after -which a report from the 
finance committee was heard.

A general discussion regarding 
the amount of finances on hand*and 
methods of raising more funds was 
held, and it was decided to refer 
the matter back to the finance com­ 
mittee with the recommendation 
that a general canvass bo made of 
Torrance instead of confining it to

i the merchants and manufacturers.
I The matter of the contemplated
I building was next taken up and 
sketches which had been drawn by 
Comrades Sldebotham and Galll- 
thore were presented. A general 
liscussion of the sketches with re­ 
gards to prices and size, as well as 
style, ensued. . Estimates were fur­ 
nished by the. architects, which ran 
from two to three thousand dollars. 

Motion was made th«t a building 
committee be appointed by the Com­ 
mander, tali committee to decide as 
to the style of building deemed 
most advisable and which wouli' 
meet the requirements not only for 
dancing but sports as well. Thi'.' 
committee was given full power to 
deslde on the building and to then 
refer baok to the Les'pn at its ne-t
meeting. Motion saeonged and car­ 
ried.

The Commander appointed Com­ 
rades Dejnlnger (chairman). Post.
Long. Alton and scon on thtg 8Qnv 
mittee,

The meeting was then adjourne'.'
•until Thursday evening, June 10.

Six 
hundred and sixty dollars from the 
merchant! and manufacturers, two 
hundred and twenty-five dollars 
from the members themselves. 
There's a total of eight hundred 
and elghty-flve dollars.

It was thoroughly discussed and 
finally decided to* maka a general 
canvass of the city, roach Inf 
every one. To do this, slip were 
printed, wljtcli you are by now al! 
familiar with, and also the . en­ 
velopes. The slips have your name 
and the amount you wish to sub­ 
scribe. The envelopes merely* have 
the Legion seal and a few remarks

LEGJON ftULLERS UNDER THEM
Ex-S»yto» Men Promptly Halt Ex 

,f! p1eft»tloflf of Pro-German 
<* Troublemakers.

In response to the warning lynued 
by their national commander, F. W. 
Oalbraltli, Jr., American Legion mem­ 
bers In many parts of the country 
have been active In fighting ngnlnat 
efforts of pro-Germans and other 
hyphenated persons to drive a .wetlgo 
between America aad her allies In the 
World war.

Twenty-five thousand patriotic citi­ 
zens of New York attended, the "All 
American Meeting for God and Coun­ 
try," which was held In Mndlsori 
Square Garden under the auspices) of 
the Legion, as a protest against a pre­ 
vious pro-German meeting, said to be 
for the purpose of creating sentiment 
against the alleged "Horrors on the 
Rhine."

When word was received In Phila­ 
delphia that Dr. Edmund von Macli, 
notorious German propagandist, was 
planning to hold a meeting In that 
city, Legion members and other pa­ 
triotic citizens opposed the proposi­ 
tion and succeeded In blocking the 
scheme.

Similar action WM taken by the 
Region and varloug societies in Indlan- 
upolli, Among the organizations co­ 
operating with the Legion was the na­ 
tional executive committee of the 
American Gymnastic union, composed 
of a large membership of citizens of 
German extraction, which Insisted 
upon unhyphenated citizenship and 
scored Von Mach and Qgopge Sylves­ 
ter Vlereck. On, tlie same day the In- 
dlanapQlls. board of public works an­ 
nounced It would not permit the use 
of Its large convention hall for the 
proposed Yon Mach meeting,

hearting that koulavlHe waa on the 
proposed. Itinerary of Doctor Von 
Alaeh, the Kentucky department of 
the Legion Instructed posts to use 
"every lawful means practicable to 
stop tlie threatened Invasion of Boche 
propagandists." The Kentucky Legion's 
bulletin also warned .against the ac­ 
tivities of VIereok.

Legion posts have also opposed the 
hyphenates In Chicago, Cleveland, 
Oinnhd. Cincinnati nnd Milwaukee.
