HIGH SCHOOL PUPILS
WRITE OF THEIR TRIP

——

(By HELEN NEILL)
On Thursday, June 2, the Do-
mestic - Science Class of tha Tor-
rance High School, in company with
Mr. Barnett and Miss Coller, made
an inspection trip of three of the
large manufacturing plants of Los
Angeles. The first one visited was
Bishop’s Candy, Cracker, Chocolate!
and Jam Company. 7he class was
received very courteously and taken
directly to the chocolate department !
where they observed the manufac-
ture of cocoa and chocolate from
the cocoa hean. We learned an
interesting fact—itnat- the cocoa
beans are brought directly from the
countriés near the equator to the
harbor at San Pedro. Each country
supplies beans of a different flavor.
Some very mild; others extremely |
bitter. The bitter and mild are.
mixed together to get the desired
flavor. First in the process of
manufacture they are cleaned, roast-
ed to a beautiful redish-brown col
or, the hulls taken off and ground
into a liquid. It was interesting
to note that the change from a
solid to a liquid was caused by the
beans being so rich in cocoa butter.
This liquid was placed in a large
press and all but 25 per cent of the
socoa butter pressed out. The resi-
due is our commercial cocoa. 1t
55 per cent of the cocoa butter is
allowad to remain in the mixture
it is called chocolate. Bugar, nurs
and other ingredients are mixed
with  the = bitter chocolate and
ground twenty-four hours under
granite rollers, after which it is
made into chocolate bars and other
kinds of candy. A visit was also
made to ~the other departments,
where nearly every kind of candy
on the market is made, The crack-
er and cookie departments were
equally as interesting as the candy.
As the class left, each girl was
given a can of Bishop’s cocoa and a
cherry flip, the last a pleasing
addition to the enjoyable visit, One
thing in particular that was strik-
ing was the fact that everything
in the entire factory was scrupul-
ously clean.

The second place we visited was
the Globe A-1 Flour Mills, a very
‘beautiful steel and concrete build
ing with well-lighted and conveni-
ent offices. After resting a little’
we were introduced to the chemist.
'Phe first question which presentec
itself was: Why have a chemist In
a flour mill? This was soon made
perfectly clear when we were told
that the wheat was of different
grades, the very soft wheat making
a poor flour and the extremely hard
wheat making the very best quality
of flour. This can be determinec
only by chemical tests, Such &
test as this is made dn every cai
load of wheat brought into the
mill, We were ghown now the
wheat 1is cleansed, tempered with
water, passed through rollers, bolt-
ed through silk cloth to remove the
bran, and again through the bolt-
ing ‘process and so on until all of
the center portion is separated !rom
the shorts and bran, Just before
leaving the mill ‘we were takan to
the chemical laboratory, where we
watched the chemist make his test
by baking a loaf of bread for a
sample of the last car load of wheat]

The last place visited was Brad-
ford’s Baking Company. After
watching the flour made in the
Globe A-1 Mills we saw it quickly
converted into bread at the rate
of 3000 loaves per day.

We were mot at the door by the
head baker. He showed us how
the tlour was first sifted, thoroughly
blended, by mixing several Kkinde
together in order to get the rjght
color and guality of bread.  The
sponge, flour and other ingrediente
were taken from large containers
‘dumped in to an enormous mixer,
which holds 1200 .pounds at one
mix, and in three minutes’ time
was turned out into the dough
trough thoroughly mixed.

From there it was taken to the
loaf-making machine, which made
it into finished loaves. *IC then en-
tered the elghty-foot oven on a tra
veling floor, and in thirty minutes
came out at the other end baked
A conveyor carried Tt to the ship®
ping room, where it was wrapped
by machinery, ready for the market.

We were given all the cookies
and doughnuts we could eat, and
each took o loaf of bread as a sou-
venir from the Bradford Baking
Company and started for home.

Growing chickens kept on a good
range may be given all their feed in
a hopper, mixing two parts by weight
of cracked corn with' one part of |
wheat, or equal parts of eracked corn,
“wheat and oats in one hopper, and
the dry mash in another. The heef
scrap may be left out of the dry
mash and fed in a separate hopper,
‘80 that the chickens can eat all of
this feed they desire. If the beef serap
18 to be fed scparately it Is advisable
to walt until the chicks are 10 days
old, the poultry division of the Uni-
ted States Department of Agriculture
nadvises, although many poultrymen
put the beef scrap before the young
chickens at the start without bad re-
sulls,

Chickens confined to small yards
should always be supplied with green
feed. Fine charcoal, grit and oyster
shell should be kept before the chick-
ens at all times, and cracked or ground
bone may be fed where the chickens
arve kept in small, bare yards, but the
latter feed is not necessary for chick-
ens that have a good range.
