well as all laws adopted by the
constituted authority of the people.

We neeg a new attitude toward
one another. Mob spirit rules too
frequently. Race prejudice and
class hatred ought not to exist in
the United States. We need a new
and more friendly attitude tpward
the church and  religion. The
church is the best friend -of the
family, of parents and of the chil-
dren.
