DESTRUCTION OF 
WEEDS IS URGED

Noxious Plants Are With Us Al­ 
ways and Are Often Accepted 

as Inevitable Evil/

CONTROL PROBLEM IS VITA!
Even Wild Onion, So Long Considers.

HopelaM, Can Be Destroyed and
So Can Others, If Farmers

Follow Set Rulei.

A Knowledge of Weed Characteriitk.; 
Provides Means of Control. »

this theory is correct the weed-coin ro 
problem overshadows all others witl 
which the farmer is confronted. Mod­ 
ern agricultural science has discovered 
much concerning the control and erad 
icatlon of these Insidious land thieves. 
The wild onion, for example, was coii 
sldered a hopeless problem from ilas 
sachusetts to Georgia, and as far wesi 
as Missouri and Arkansas until u wee< 
specialist in the Department of A.gr! 
culture discovered that the phint pn 
duced two kinds of bulbs. One typ. 
was soft-coated, and formed the ne* 
plants during late summer and fall 
the other was hard so that It was un 
harmed by winter, and ready to foru. 
the new plants in the spring. Will 
this t<5 guide them the specialist- 
proved that the wild onion can be con 
trolled by plowing deeply in the lati 
fall to destroy the plants originating 
from the soft-coated bulbs, and b> 
planting an intertilled crop, such »  
corn, the following spring to kill ih< 
plants that come up from the .hard 
coated bulbs,

Weedy roadsides are constan: 
'sources of trouble for the adjoii.ln 
farm lands. The seeds are carrier 
miles by automobiles, horses, and pass 
Ing wagons, so that they become a 
menace to the whole community. It 
nothing better «an be donn with UK 
roadside weeds they can be mowed 
twice a year. This treatment, If well 
kept up, will effectively check the trou 
l''e. Sometimes a roadside c*n he con 
v»rted into a lawn, or It ewi he used 
f«r crops, to the pride am) protlt o 1 
the farmers whose land It borders. 

Control Meatures.
The underlying principles of. weed 

control are shown in thesi> rules by 
the specialists of the United States 
Department of Agriculture

Use pure seed.
Rotate the farm crops.
Utilize pasturing animals, particu­ 

larly sheep and goats, in keeping 
weeds down.

Never allow weeds to mature. Mow 
before the seeds have ripened.

Use intertilled crops, and cultivate 
often.

Kill weeds while they are young by 
means of a harrow or a weeder.

Compost manure for two months be­ 
fore using if it contains weed seeds.

Practice surface cultivation after 
the crops have been removed in thu 
fall.*

Use smother crops; buckwheat, soy 
beans, cowpeas, velvet beans, clover, 
etc.

Chemical poisons often are helpful.
Prepare the seed beds thoroughly to I 

give the crop a start over the weeds. |
Use winter cover crops.
Hunt out the scattered weeds, and 

kill them.
Mow dangerous grasses and burn 

the dry cuttings.
Small patches of perennial weeds 

can be killed by covering for the en­ 
tire season with building paper, boards, 
or other materials to exclude (he light.

Kill the roots of perennial weeds by 
keeping the tops rut down.

Grow alfalfa, when practicable, un 
weed-Infested land.

Soil Improvement by the use of lime 
or green manure will help to control 
the weeds.

Soiling crop* prevent the weeds from 
reaching maturity. ,

POULTRY 
FLOCKS

TEST EGGS AT LEAST TWICE
Make Inspection G;I Seventh and Four­ 

teenth Day* for Those Infertile 
or With Dead Qerms.

(Prepared by the United States Deplrt- 
ment of Agriculture)

It Is of little profit for 11 hen to sit 
patiently for 21 days If the eggs over 
which she Huffs her fenthers are In­ 
fertile or If vthe germs In them have 
died. Neither docs It piiy to run an 
Incubntor for three weeks, with Its at­ 
tendant cure and expense. If the eggs 
In It are not fertile.

All poultry owners who raise chicks 
should be thoroughly familiar with the 
method of testing eggs. An egg, 
whether It Is fertile or not, has a small 
grayish spot, known as the germinal 
spot, on the surface of the yolk. As 
soon us H fertile egg Is placed under 
a hen or In an Incubator the develop­ 
ment of the germ begins. All eggs 
should be tested .at least twice d$rlng. 
tin- Incubation period, say poultry spe­ 
cialists of the United States Depart­ 
ment of Agriculture. This Is done 
pivferubly on (he seventh and four­ 
teenth days. The Infertile eggs, and

those with dead germs, should then 
be removed. White-shell eggs can be 
tested on the fourth or fifth day, 
"'heivas l he development of eggs hav- 
\r.-s brown shells often can not be seen 
by thu \IKC of the ordinary egg tester 
until (lie seventh day.

A satisfactory home-made egg tester 
or candler can be made with a shoe 
nox or any oilier box large enough to 
hold thu lamp. Cut a hole a little 
larger than a 25-cent piece In the side 
of the box, so that when the lamp Is 
plated inside the box the hole in the 
 side will be opposite the flume. Make 
n hole also in the top of the box large 
enough to prevent the top from catch 
Ing tire from the heat of the lamp 
Whi-n the chimney is long enough, al 
low it to extend through the top ot 
the box. This permits the heat to ef 
capo mid r.volils the risk of fire. Spe­ 
cial care should always be exercised 
In using kerosene lamps in candling 
to prevent fire. To prevent further 
possibility of fire, a wooden box may 
be used In place of a pasteboard one.. 
and. if desired, the opening through 
which the chimney extends may be 
lined with tin or asbestos.

Electric or gas lamps may be used 
11 a box with a hole in the same way 

that'the fewosene lamp Is used. The 
hole which Is In the side of the box 
should be on the same level as the 
light. The eggs may also be tested by 
sunlight or daylight, using a shade or 
curtain with a hole in it for the light 
to shine through.

Testing with a tester or candler 
should be done In u dark room. Hold 
each vzx with the large end up, so that 
the size of the air cell may be seeu, 
as well as the condition of the embryo 
or germ. An Infertile egg when can­ 
dled looks perfectly clear, the same 
as a fresh one; while a fertile egg 
slio>\ s u dark spot known as the em- 
hryo. with a mass of little blood veins 
radiating In all directions. When the 
genii Is dead, and the egg has been 
ineulmted for at least 48 hours, the 
blond settles away from the embryo 
toward the edges of the yolk, forming 
In some cases an Irregular circle of 
blond, known as u blood ring. Eggs 
vary In this respect, some showing 
oiily a streak of bV>od.

All infertile eggs, and those with 
dead germs, should be removed at the 
end of the first test. Eggs with dead 
germs soon decay and give off a bad 
odor if allowed to remain. The infer­ 
tile eggs muke good feed for young 
chickens.

At the second test, on the fourteenth 
day. the eggs containing strong, living 
embryos will be dark and well filled 
up, showing a clear,, sharp, distinct 
line between thu air cell and the grow­ 
ing embryo, while eggs with Qead 
germs will show only partial develop­ 
ment and lack this clear, distinct out­ 
line.

The period of Incubation for hen's 
eggs Is 21 days, but usually some of 
the eggs hutch the evening ot the twen­ 
tieth day. Sometimes it happens, how­ 
ever, that the hatch will run over the 
twenty-first day, especially during CQO! 
weather.
