COMFORT FOR SITTING HENS
Give "Brooditt" Nests Where They 

Will Not Be Disturbed During j 
Period of Incubation.

There are several ways to tell when 
a hen Is becoming broody and wants 
to sit. Soft, downy feathers are left 
In the nest; the hen stays on the 
nest longer when laying. On being ap­ 
proached she will remain on the nest, 
making a chuckiig nol.se and ruffling 
her feathers. When one Is reasonably 
sure that the hen Is broody, and her 
breast feels warm to the haud, she 
Is ready to be transferred to the nest 
previously prepared where she is to 
sit. i

At this time It Is advisable to dust 
the hen thoroughly with Insect powder. 
In doing so hold the hen by the feet 
with the head down, working the pow­ 
der well Into the feathers, especially 
those around the vent and under the 
wings. The sitting hen should be 
dusted again on or about the eight­ 
eenth day of incubation to be sure 
that no lice are present when the 
chicks are hatched. Powder should 
also be sprinkled In the nest. Sodi­ 
um flu or id may be used for the pur­ 
pose, say poultry specialists of the 
United States Department of Agri­ 
culture.

When possible the nest should be 
in some out-of-the-way place, where 
the li -i will not be disturbed. Night 
is the best time for moving the heu 
from the regular laying nest to the 
one she is to sit on. She should be 
handled carefully. A china egg or 
two should be placel (in the nest, 
and a board or a covering may be 
placed over the nest so that the hen 
will not get off. Toward the end of 
the second day go quietly to the nest, 
leave some feed and water, and re. 
mo-re the covering from the top or 
front of the nest, so that she can 
come off when ready. The best feed 
for the sitting hen Is whole corn or 
wheat, or both. Should she return 
to the nest after feeding, replace the 
china egg with those to be Incubated. 
The nest should be slightly dark­ 
ened, as the hen is then not so likely 
to become restless.

In cool weather It is best not te

put more than 10 eggs, under a hen. 
Later in I he spring, however, from 12 
to 15 ejiji.s cim he set, according to the 
size of I lie hen.

When several hens are sitting In 
the same room tlify should be sep- 
united by partitions timl should be 
kept on the nests mid allowed to come 
off only once en<'h day to receive 
feed iind wnter. A lien Unit does not 

••*«ii*ir*rft1lir' come off "me nesi'Vfttrtrtr} 
he taken off. As a rule hens will re­ 
turn to their nests before there is 
nny danger of the eggs chilling, but 
If they do not go hack in half an hour 
(hey should be put hack.

Examine and clean the nest care­ 
fully, removing nny broken eggs and 
washing those that are soiled. Nest- 
Ing material soiled by broken eggs 
should he rejihiged with clean straw, 
hay. or chuff. Xests containing brok­ 
en circs soon become Infested with 
mites mid lire, which will cause I ho 
hens t'i liecdine uneasy nnd leave the 
nest. Tliis is likely to he the cause ! 
of the loss of valuable sittings of 
eggs. When a nest Is infested wlt'u t 
rnites, the hen, If fastened in, w'.ll , 
often lie found standing over rather 
I him silting on the eggs.

Kggs Iniil late In winter or ear'.y 
in spring are frequently Infertile, n:\i\ 
for that reason it is advisable t:s net 
sevenil hens at the- same time. After 
from Hve to seven days' Incubation, 
the lime depending somewhat on the 
i-olor nnd ihi'-kncss of the shells, the 
eggs should he tested, the Infertile 
mid dend-^erin eggs removed and the 
fertile ones returned to the hens. Thus 
in iniiny Instances sill the eggs re­ 
maining miller several hens may he 
plneed miilei- one or two, and the hens 
from which ihc »-ggs were taken may 
be reset. For Instance, 30 eggs are set 
under ,'t hriis at Die same time, that 
IK, 10 under each hen. At the end of 
7 dn.vs. at which time the eggs should 
be tested, II may he found thut 10 ore 
infertile or have dead germs, leaving 
only 'JO fertile e^gs. These '20 eggs can 
then he put under the two helm, mid a 
new Kitting placed under the third 
bun.

THE BROOKLYN BRIDGE
/-tOMMHNCED In 1870 and opened 
\~i tor traffic in May, 1883, this 
world-renowned structure cost the at- 
tnnt-tlme unthinkable sum of $15,000- 
(XK). Its extreme length approxi­ 
mates a mile and a half and Its over­ 
all width Is 86 feet.

It spans the Bast river, which con­ 
nects Long Island sound and New 
York bay between Manhattan Island, 
on which New York city proper 
stands, and Brooklyn on Long Island, 
and carries one of the densest and 
most heterogeneous streams of traffic 
In the world;

The caisson on the Manhattan sldu 
measures 102 by 172 feet and the foun­ 
dation goes down 78 feet below high- 
water mark, while the tower measures 
">9 by 140 feet at high-water line, Is 
272 feet high and contains approxi­ 
mately 47,000 cubic feet of masonry.

The bridge Is suspended from four 
cables, strung between the towers  
(he calculated weight of the structure 
nnd Its load being In the neighborhood 
of 15.000 tons. Rach cable Is made 
up of 5,296 galvanlzed-steel, oil-coated 
wires wound Into a single strand 
which measures 15% Inches IB 
diameter and is 3,578% feet long.

The center of the river span has 
a clear height of 135 feet above the 
surface of the river at high-water ' 
stage. The floor space of the bridge 
Is divided Into five avenues or passage­ 
ways the center space being arranged 
for foot passengers, on either side ef 
which are spaces for trolley tracks, 
while each outside space Is set aside 
for the accommodation of vehicular 
'raffle.
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OUR GREATEST BALANCED 
DRAWBRIDGE

I N ONE way It Is surprising and in 
another It isn't that In the most- 

unexpected of places one often will 
find the greatest of its kind. To 
Illustrate, across the Chicago river, 
which Is not a nationally-known 
stream, at 16th street, Chicago, one 
Is a bit astonished to find a single- 
lift, counterbalanced bridge that is 
one of the marvels of engineering and 
the longest and greatest structure of 
the kind in the world.

At this point an exceedingly heavy 
traffic Interchange takes place between 
several large railroad systems and, 
at the same time, the traffic on this 
busy little river Is such that the con­ 
tinuous flow of the rail traffic Is fre­ 
quently Interrupted by the passing of 
ships.

This condition necessarily called for 
a structure which could be opened tut 
closed In the minimum of time and 
was, at the same time, suitable to 
accommodate the traffic conditions.

The river Is bridged by one enor­ 
mous span, about 265 feet long, which, 
standing on end. Is as high as a 22- 
story building and weighs approxi­ 
mately 3,500 tons. One end Is station­ 
ary, the other Is raised and lowered 
by electric power only 1% minutes 
being required to open or close tbe 
span.

The bridge is single span, carries a 
double track, successfully meets the 
peculiar requirements Imposed upon 
it and cost upward of $500,000.
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THE GIBRALTAR OF THE 
HUDSON

WEST POINT, atop the command- 
Ing heights which line the west 

bank of the historic Hudson river, 
to the picturesque and so-called "high­ 
lands" country and some fifty miles 
north of New York city, is often re­ 
ferred to as the "Gibraltar of the Hud­ 
son."

Her*, In   magnificent site of some 
8,600 acres, is set down the United 
States Military academy our nat­ 
ional institution for the training ot 
cadets for commissions in the army.

A resolution of the Congress of 1776 
provided for the preparation of a plan 
for "A Military Academy of the 
Army." General George Washington 
personally interested himself In the 
movement.

The original buildings were burned 
in 1706. but were rebuilt and the ac­ 
tual creation of the academy as known 
today took place in 1802.

At various times after 177S this 
strategic location was fortifled and at 
the close of the Revolutionary war 
West Point was selected as u depot 
for the storage of military property.

The majority of the commanding 
geueruls on both sides of the Civil war 
were graduates of thin academy. 
ThlH fact brought the Importance ot 
the Institution so prominently before 
the world that Itn methods were care­ 
fully studied by experts of practically 
every natlou of prominence in the 
whole world.

The course of Instruction coven 
three years and conxtltutes the most 
complete military traluiug tu exlatwice.
