Woman Publisher 
Nationally Known 
Coming For Forum

Gadeky Secures Long Beach Speaker After Con­ 
gressman Fredericks Postpones Ad­ 

dress Until Next Month

SHE LED MUNICIPAL GAS BATTLE
Belle McCord Roberts Holds Unique Position in 

California Journalism as Cour­ 
ageous Publisher

Miss Belle McCord Roberts, presi­ 
dent and editor' of the Long Beach 
Telegram, will be the speaker at 
Monday night's meeting of. the 
Open Forum in American Legion 
hall, according to an 'announce­ 
ment made by Harry F. Qadeky, 
secretary of the Chamber of Com­ 
merce.

Miss Roberts is nationally known 
as the only woman publisher of a 
metropolitan newspaper In the 
United States. She Is a woman ot 
exceptional intellect, combining un­ 
usual business acumen with keen 
knowledge of current national and 
international problems.

As editor of the Long Beach 
Telegram she recently led and won 
a long battle for municipal owner­ 
ship of the Long Beach gas distrib­ 
uting system. The people of Long 
Beach terminated this warm battle 
with an overwhelming vote in fa­ 
vor of a bond issue for the pur­ 
chase of the gas company's plant 
and system.

Miss Roberts recently emerged 
victorious from another .long but

less spectacular battle. For years 
Long Beach dallies have been en­ 
deavoring to secure the service of 
the Associated Press. Last week 
the Telegram secured this service 
exclusively.

As an editor Miss Roberts stands 
pre-eminently in these days wke* 
newspapers seem to be saerifidns 
personality for standardisation. In­ 
dependent of influences that reflect 
themselves in so many modern 
daiyea, the Telegram, under Miss 
Roberts' direction, holds « unique 
position for individuality in Cali­ 
fornia. It is regarded by publish­ 
ers as proof that editorial courage 
.and journalistic independence will 
reward the publisher who has the 
backbone to conduct his paper ac­ 
cording to his. honest convictkm*.

Torrance is fortunate in being 
able to induce Miss Roberts to 
speak here.

MRS. PHOEBE SYKES RECALLS 
EARLY CAMP DAYS HERE WHEN 

HUSBAND TRUDGED MILES DAILY
Mrs. Phoebe Sykes has just sold 

out her business of cigar and news 

stand at the P. E. depot to Paul 

Beall. Mrs. Sykes has conducted 

this business for nearly eight years, 

and it will be like the removing of 

au old landmark, especially to the 

men going to their various employ­ 

ments in the early morning, to miss 
the "little lady's" kindly greeting 
as they stop to make their purchases 
of cigars, tobacco and newspapers.

The opening of the stand in the 
P. B. depot was not the commence­ 
ment of this business in Torarnce. 
A. B. Sykes, husband of Mrs. Sykes, 
put up a tent store among the con­ 
struction camps in Torrance in Feb­ 
ruary, 1912, before streets were 
graded- and the cement foundation 
of the Union Tool plant was just be­ 
ing laid.

In this tent store the hundreds 
of men employed by the various 
contractors ot construction found 
all their needs supplied tobacco, 
newspapers, candy, suspenders and 
overalls: even laundry was collect­ 
ed. The store did not forget "the 
light of other days" the lowly 
candle there being no other light 
available at that date, and so great 
was the demand for candles that 
Mr. Sykes had to scour the city ot 
Los Angeles and practically bought 
up the whole supply.

Mr. Sykes was taken ill in the 
early summer of that year, and the 
business was carried on by Mrs. 
Sykes and bar son W. H. (Willle), 
with the assistance of William Met- 
calf, familiarly known as "Uncle 
Will."

The tent store stood on Carson 
street on the cornet1 at the junc­ 
tion of Carson and Cravens. On 
that same block was the carpenter 
camp anil the old building which 
until recently slu-lterert the Tor­ 
rance tire department Thut build­ 
ing was originally u "Chink" cook- 
house tor the accommodation ot the 
carpenters.

One Interfiling fuuturc of Mrs. 
Sykes' business in the early days 
was the distribution of newspapers 
throughout the rumps which spread 
over a wide area. The Sykes home 
was ra Lomita, and they were 
handling the LoniLta route tor all 
the morning papers. When the 
work at Torrance begun the papers 
were being delivered by the P. H.

at Weaton street station, from which 
point Mrs. Sykes and her son took 
the Lomita distribution, covering 2« 
miles daily. Mr. Sykes. starting 
from the same point, took the aorta- 
eastern portion of Lomita, through 
the Kettler ranch to Carson's ranch " 
onto the Torrance tract, walking 10 
miles every day through loose sand 
to the various camps.

The first camp, that of ta» 
graders, lay midway between Car­ 
son's ranch and the Union Tool 
plant; then to Bent * Peanyfcaek- 
er's, the street and sidewalk con­ 
tractors, whose camp lay close by 
the site of the railway running ieto 
Llewellyn's foundry. From that 
point to the Union Tool camp, thea 
to the engineers' and surveyors' 
camp, situated where the ooly trees 
in Torrance grew at that time  
near the north end of Gramerey. 
where was also the only building 
in Torrance a   four-room ranch 
house and barn. From there the 
route ran west to the pipefitters' * 
camp, away west beyond Madrid 
street, and back by several assail 
camps to the teat store. Some tramp 
every day!

"Uncle Will" took up this work 
when Mr. Sykes became ill, aad 
continued not only to the «ad ot 
the early -construction work, tat 
after -the homes were built aad 
occupied. Rain or shine, the morn­ 
ing and evenlac papers were faith­ 
fully delivered to the subscribers 
without a complaint (except from 
some habitual grouch) until two 
years ago, when boys were pat oa 
the route. During the nearly 
twelve years Mrs. Sykes has heea 
in business her premises have been 
broken into six times twice ta* 
tent store was entered aad goods 
stolen, and four times tae stand la 
the depot has been- burglarised  
and never once a gallly persoa 
caught.

Another Interesting feature at 
Mrs. Sykes' activities Is the tact 
that she was the first mail carrier 
in Torrance, carrytac the mall be­ 
tween Lomita and Torrance.

Mrs. Sykes and   Uncle will" aav* 
many happy remlnlsoencea of tip 
early days in Torraaee, aad la smsqr 
respects regret giving up their **  
live life. Mrs. Sykes retired to «*- 
joy the comforts of her pretty bom* 
on Cota »tr«ct, and "Uncle Will" to 
his fruit orchard and catekeaa la 
Lomita.
