WILL NEGOTIATE FURTHER 
WITH COMPANY; ENGINEER 

MAKES DETAILED REPORT
After pieseutlng   eomprehensfTe 

report am the statos of the Torrance 
Water, Light aad Power company to 
the board of Trustees. Tnesday night 
City Engineer Jessup reported that 
the company is willing to dispose of 
the property to the city for $149. 
000 and declared that he thought 
the price was reasonable.

Mr. Jessvp pointed oat that the 
system coat the company originally 
$171,500 and that to duplicate it 
near today would east the city J250.- 
000. owing to increased coat of labor 
and materials.

Trustees confronted with a prop­ 
osition, which. If accepted wonld 
obligate the city of Torrance to 
serve water to consumers outside the 
limits of the manidnality. decided 
that it wool* be advisable to con­ 
fer farther with officials of the 
company. It was thooght that a 
proposition might be made so that 
the dty comld ferny only that por­ 
tion of the system within the city 1 
limits. The water company is now 
 erring customers along Harbor 
boulevard and In Keystone.

Another objection to the prop­ 
osition was the fact that the city 
In operating the system would be 
obliged to purchase ita water from 
the Domingnea Water company. The 
Trustees expressed snasr doabt as 
to the advfadbUity of rushing me 
matter until many of these questions 
had been settled.

The report of Use dty engineer 
the history and status of both 

the nomiaguex Water company and 
the Torrance Water. Light and Pow­ 
er company was most coasprehensiTe. 
In preparing his report the engineer 
was given atrtsa to an of the com­ 
pany's fr*Mf%ff anal lucofus-

In outlining the history of the two 
companies It was made clear that 
IB purchasing the system, the city 
would take over as trustee. 3522 
shares of stock in the Domingnez 
Water company, which the Torrance 
Water. Light and Power company 
now holds. These shares were trans­ 
ferred to the Torrance Water com­ 
pany, from the Domingnez Land 
corporation, the latter company hav- 
ng secured them whea It purchased 

3522 acres of land including the 
present dty of Torraaee. If the 
city took over these shares it would 
be obliged to serve water to any 
consumer owning any one or more

of these 3623 acres, some of whicn 
are outside of the city.

Mr Jessup reported that the pre­ 
sent system, with the new booster 
pump installed and a few increases 
in the size of mains would bf> 
sufficient to care for a city much 
larger than Torrance is at present, 
without much expansion of lateral 
mains.

Mr. Jessup figured the present 
value of the company's physical 
assets at $120,000. This was arrived 
at by subtracting depreciation from 
original cost.

An important point stressed »y 
the engineer is the fact that the 
company acted wisely in overbuild­ 
ing its system in order ta prepare for 
the future and as a resupt of this 
costly precaution, had lost money 
through all its years of operation 
He declared that every new utility 
must go through such lean years at 
the start, but pointed out that the 
company now Is showing a profit for 
the flrst time in its history. The 
engineer then emphasised the fact 
that there is a decided value to the 
fact that the company is now a go­ 
ing concern.

Says the engineer's report, "The 
city in taking over the operation of 
the .system on a non-competitive 
basis, is assured that the business 

i be conducted at a profit and 
may even expect to reduce the water 
rate in the future."

The engineer reported that the 
city might take over the system and 
drill its own wells In the vicinity 
of Torrance, where most all the land 
is water-bearing.

The engineer's report shows that 
there are now 909 consumers of

ater in the city of Torrance. It 
is estimated that there will be 1,000 
by Dee. 31, 1923. There were 289 in 
1918.

Losses of the company as set forth 
the engineer's report are is 

follows: 1914 $6397.96; 1915  
$8591.22; 1916 $4787.33; 1917  
$3961.83; 1918 $1913.97; 1919  
$50(7.59; 1920 $7109.41; 1921  
$12,924.77; 1922 $2115.83; 1923 
(last four months estimated)$96.97.

A note is appended as follows: 
The estimate for the last four 
months of 1923 has been made very 
conservative and actually shows a 
loss per month irrespective of Inter­ 
est charges."

In either case the 
majority will rule, which is right.

Trustee Stone echoed the opinion 
of Trustees Pitzhugh, Proctor and 
Gilbert, He argued against drill­ 
ing from the economical standpoint 
declaring that property owners 
would gain more advantage by 
keeping oil out and letting the 
eity grow than they would by allow­ 
ing the drill to enter the restricted 
district.

The ordinance was not drafted 
Tuesday night, but was introduc­ 
ed by title as Ordinance No 70 
It will be drafted and read at the 
meeting next Tuesday night. It 
must be read once and passed 
through three successive readings
