The straw s used as an ingre-
dient in the composition of Fordite
a mateiral of flint-like hardness
and a development of the ¥ord Mo
tor company, from which steering
wheels are made and the Fordite
plant at Highland Park supplies
these steering wheels for all Ford
cars and trucks, wherever assem-
bled throughout the world—in the
United States, Canada and abroad—
and also for use' on Fordson trac-
tors.

The Fordite plant, begun about
four years ago something as an
experiment, is at present producing
on an average of 8500 of these
steering wheels daily under the
manufacturing schedule of three
eight-hour working shifts six days
a week. Subjected to the most
minute inspection, and given the
most exacting tests, they are. the
strongest- and ‘most durable steer-
ing wheelg produced, of ever-wear-
ing quality, a bright lustrous black
and superior jn many ways to
wooden steering wheels,

By that time the substance is
ready for the tubing machines
into which it is fed in small strips
and from which it émerges through
a round die, fifteen-sixteenths of
an inch in diameier, mueh as sauy-

sage from a Sausage grinding ma

chine. As it comes out ‘it is cut
on the bias, into lengths of 52
inches and then is ready to be

rolled into the outside covering of
fine rubber-like substance.

After the ‘core has been wrapped
into the covering, which is of
equal length and seven and a half
inches wide, affording a double
cover, the whole is secured in cir.
cular form and sent to steel molds
the exact size of a steering wheel
Held fast in these molds under
hydraulic pressure of 2000 pounds
to the square inch, these Fordite

steering wheels are subpected to a
heat treatment of 68 pounds of
steam for as period of 650 minutes.
