Is being circulated and generally 
signed by the business men of the 
community:
"To the Civil Service Commission 

of Los Angeles County, and to 
the Board of Trustees of City 
of Torrance, this petition^ re­ 
spectfully submitted: 
"The signers of this petition, be- 

iug residents of the Township of

Lomita, in the 'County of -Los An-
 gelea, respectfully request of the 
Civil Service Commission of Los An­ 
geles County that they appoint Mr. 
B.   M. Anderson as constable of 
Lomita Township to fill the vacancy 
recently occurring in that office, 
and that B. M. Auderson bo allowed
 by the Civil Service Commission to 
retain his present position as- police 
officer of the City of Torrance.

"We also respectfully request of 
the Board of Trustees of the City 
of Torrance, that in case of the ap­ 
pointment of B. M. Andersou as 
Constable of Lomita Township, he 
be allowed to also retain his posi­ 
tion ou th« Torrance Police Force.
