“I believe that the time is not
so far distant when hundreds of
criminals annually will be re-
claimed by implanting new hopes,
new desires through altering fa-
cial defects or blemishes through
the medium of plastic surgery. The
features of people arg being rebuilt
for personal reasons and I see no
reason why we cannot apply our
new discoveries to certain types of
criminals with gratifying results.”

How Bud Doyle was so reclaimed
after a motion picture plactic sur-
gery transformation forms the back-
ground of “Skin Deep.” The bat-
tle-scarred ¢ face that had stamped
him a crook was obliterated and
a face given him that the craftiest
denizens of the half-world could
not recognize.
