Food Products of 
This Section To Be 
On National Menu

Torrancc'a principal food prod­ 
ucts will be Included in ,ui Mi- 
American Meal" and brought to the 
attention of people In ev.-ry »tat* 
of the Union through a plan ini­ 
tiated by the Sacramento, Calif., 
chamber of commerce, drtrlls of 
which were received by 1^? local 
chamber of commerce today.

There are only two conditions. It 
Is explained by A. 8. Dudley, man­ 
ager of the Sacramento organiza­ 
tion: first, the food product, must 
be one that can be obtalneil in the 

i United States any day In tho year; 
secondly, it must be an All-Ameri­ 
can product. Canned or proce.-^ed 
materials may be used, but no Im­ 
ported materla!l'"ot any kind can 
form even the^smallest fraction of a 
portion of the commodity.

Tha movement Is nation-wide. All 
cities are asked to 1 send a list of 
principal food products In their sec­ 
tions to the Sacramento chamber ot 
commerce. Food experts will be 
selected to prepare th.i menu, which 
will be announced through news­ 
papers and magazines.

One of the features will be an 
"All-American Meal Day" when peo­ 
ple tbroughout the United States 
will be urged to serve the products 
placed on the menu.

"This movement," writes Dudley, 
"will be of direct benefit to every 
community in the United States, 
and it will be educational as well."

"Torrance Oil Field"
Now Is Official

Determined that Torrance shall 
get full credit for Its oil production 
and to avoid in future the confus­ 
ion Incident to the use of the word 
"Redondo" in referring to oil ac­ 
tivities in the Torrance section, 
President M. R. Osburn of the Do- 
minguez Land Corporation recently 
took the matter up with the Cali­ 
fornia State Mining Bureau.

A few days ago he received a let­ 
ter from R. E. Collom, State Oil 
and Gas Supervisor of tbe Depart­ 
ment of Petroleum and Gas In which 
the latter stated that "hereafter the 
field referred to as Redondo and 
sometimes as Torrance, will be here­ 
after officially referred to in all 
publications and communications of 
the mining bureau department "as 
Torrance oil field."

BURNING THE 
YULE LOG

T HE aurne given by tbe ancient 
Goths and Saxons to the festival 

of tbe winter solstice was Jul, or 
Yule. The latter term Is «tlH re­ 
served by the Scotch.

The burning of tbe Tule \og, known 
by other names In continental Europe, 
\vus ax ancient Chrisuuas ceremony 
descending from the Scandinavian*, 
who at their feast of Jul used t» 
kindle huge bonfires In honor of their 
god Thor. Similar bonttres were kin­ 
dled In Europe and elsewhere at the 
summer solstice.

The English ceremony of bringing 
In and burning the Tule log on Christ­ 
mas eve, which still has Its local »ur- 
vlvais, was full of picturesque detail. 
The log was a massive piece of wood, 
frequently the rugged and grotesquely 
marked root of an oak.

It was drawn In triumph from Its 
resting place amid shouts and laugh­ 
ter, every wayfarer doffing his bat 
UN it passed. On Its entrance faUo 
the baronial balls, -the minstrels balled 
it with song and music, or in (b« ab­ 
sence of the minstrels each member 
of the faintly sat upon it la turn «ad 
 ang a Yule song.
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
