A week ago last Tuesday a group
of girls, now organized ag the
“Camp Fire QGirls,” waited on the
corner for the 6:30 Redondo bus,
Evidently a feed was anticipated

These beads
are wooden and of different sizes,
shapes and colors to fit different
divisions. For instance, red for
health, blue for nature, flame for
home, and brown for camp craft.
These may be strung on leather
thongs and worn with the cere-
monial gown. There are three
ranks, that of Wood Gatherer, Fire
Maker and Torch Bearer, ¢

To become -eligible for these
ranks certain honors must be. won,
and for each a special bead is

given. The three symbols are a
ring, ‘bracelet and pin, all of
silver,

The Camp Fire Circle now organ-
ized is under the guardianship of
Miss Doris Beaty., Many girls are
interested and much enthusiasm is
shown at the meetings,
~ Camp Fire should be a self-sup-
porting organization. ' The first
venture of the local girls was to
rent cushions at Chautauqua last
week, They wish to thank all
who so kindly aided us in this.
