RANCE Kas the Ruhr by the throat. With the largest

army in the world, she presses her claim for reparations
with a persistency that amounts almost to national stub-
bornness. Poincare, with the French assembly united be-
hind him, insists that any international loan to Germany
could not, with French consent, go for purposes of buxldmg
up German economic stability, thus helping France in the
future more or less indirectly. He demands that any inter-
national loan be made only with the agreement that repara-
tions payments be made within three years.

Thus is the latest international attempt to bring order
out of Germanic chaos frustrated by what many believe to
be a new imperialistic dream of France.

It is easy for anyone who has seen the vast devastated
area of France to understand why French statesmen insist
on the payment of reparations. But it is not so easy to
understand why the adamant Poincare refuses to allow the
nations to help Germany so that France may be benefited
in the future—unless, of course, one accepts the theory of
French plans for a new European imperialism.
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]F France is plotting for the construction of a new super-
state based on military strength, there is new significance
to the action of the Quay D'Orsay in decorating with the
Cross of the Legion of Honor twelve mothers of large
French families.

If France plans empire she must have soldiers. Women
must bear the sons who will make the imperial state
possible. For- statesmen only plan super-states. They are
actually constructed of the blood and bones of sons of
women.

To provide cannon-fodder France must increase the
birth rate. Hence the medals for mothers.

Every mother deserves a decoration for bravery.
question about that.

But do mothers, even European mothers, wish to go
down to the gates of death to bring back sons who later
on will be sent into the withering fire of doom-spitting
cannon?

No
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T seems that the women of France are already taking a
hand in this future war business. They are not raising as
many children since the war.

Is it possible that they have wearied of bringing sons
into the world to be killed in legalized wholesale murder?
Perhaps.

And perhaps, again, the mothers of the world will
eventually stand on their rights as mothers and end all wars.

What good will those medals do these French mothers
if the sons they reared are killed in battle?

Beware of your women, France, if you dream of war
empire.

The spirit of Jean d’Arc sleeps in the souls of your
mothers.

Courage is easily changed to wrath.
