ORDINANCE No. 82

\ -

An Ordinance Calling a General Mu-
nicipal Election to Be Held in the
City of Torrance on the 14th Day of
April, 1924.

The Board of Trustees of the City
of . Torrance do ordain as follows:
Section 1
A general municipal election is
hereby called to be held in the City
of Torrance on the. 14th day of April,
1924, for the purpose of electing four
members of the Board'of Trustees of
the City of Torrancey three of whom
shall be elected for full term and one
of whom shall be elected for a short

term of two years.
Section 2

The polls for sald election at the
polling places hereinafter designated
shall be opened at six o’clock in the
morning of sald day of electlon and
shall be kept open continuously there-
after until seven o'clock in the after-
noon of the same day, when-said polls
shall be closed and the election of-
ficers shall then proceed to canvass
the ballots cast at- said election.

Section 3

There shall be two votihg precincts
for the conduct of such election to
be known and desigmated as follows:

Consolidated Precinet No. 1, which
shall consist of the whole of Tor-
rance City Precincts No. 1 and No.

3, as. heretofore fixed and deter-

mined by }he Board of Supervisors

of the County of Lous Angeles.
Consolidated Precinct No. 2, which
shall consist of the whole of Tor-
rance City Precinct No. Z as hereto-
fore fixed and determined by the
Board of Supervisors of the Counf:y
of Los Angeles.
Section 4
The polling ‘places of sald election
are hereby fixed as follows: )
For Consolidated Precinct No. 1,
Torrance High School Auditorium.
For Consolidated Precinct No. 2,
Garage at northeast corner Border
Avenue and 213th Street.
Section 5§

The election officers for sald elec-
tion shall be hereafter appointed "as
required . by law and said election
shall be conducted in the manner
provided by law where not otherwise
provided for in this Ordinance or in
any subsequent ordinance. of this
Board of Trustees, and no sample
ballots shall be mailed to the electors
of said City.

The City Clerk shall certify to the
passoge of this ordinance and the
vote thereon and shall cauge the same
to be published twice in the Torrance
Hehald, a semi-weekly newspaper of
general circulation, printed, published
and circulated In said City of Tor-
rance, which i hereby designated for
sald purpose, and thereafter this or-
dinance shall be in full force and
etfect.
