When (he wool fibre of which blan­ 
kets are made is examined under n 
microscope II Is round thnt onrh one 
consists of overlapping scales which 
may mat together. Roth extreme heal 
and extreme cold cause these scales 
lo interlock or the whole, fibre to 
shrink. Also (he fibres of wool are 
rapidly affected by many alkalis and 
:icids. All of those facts have an Im­ 
portant hearing on the cleansing 'of 
wool textiles.

Wool must never be harshly rubbed, 
twisted or pounded, or washed in 
water of any extreme temperature. 
The ideal way of washing is to force 
;i soapy solution of tepid water into 
und through the pores of the material 
without rubbing it, and to dry it in a 
warm place where there is conslder- 
able wind. A washing machine is 
ideal for this work. If yon have not 
a machine, use the soap solution and 
House the blanket up and down in 
it until clean. The soap solution is 
as follows: Shave a large bar of white 
soap smalt; atld to four quarts of hot 
water and dissolve, then add two 
tablespoons of borax, mix well, and 
use one cup of this to eacli tubful 
of clothes. Don't have too many 
blankets in the tub at one time, and 
add an additional cup of soap solution 
when you put more blankets in. 
Rinse iri tepid water, wring with the 
wringer loose, and hang up in the 
:mn and wind to dry. In hanging on 
the line double the blanket in half, 
with the edges together along the 
clothesline. Then, after pulling and 
shaking the blanket to get it as 
straight as possible, pin both edges 
together on the rope, using as many 
as twenty pins so that the blanket is 
perfectly firm. From time to time see 
how it is drying, and pull It Into 
shape If the edges are not parallel. 
Use a whisk broom to whisk the sur­ 
face during the last part of the dry- I 
ing. Take them in before the sun 
goes down, fold, and they are ready

i WASHING SOLUTIONS 
i 'Tis spring, 'tis spring, and th 
blankets and other woolen things 
must be washed and put away for 
the summer. The following soap so­ 
lutions will be found useful for this 
work

White Flannel Soap Solution One 
large bar white soap, two tablespoons 
borax, two quarts water, one-half cup 
nmmonia (omit if colored goods),

For Greasy Wools. One bar white 
soap, one-half cup turpentine, one 
gallon In kc>. \varm water.

Delicate Washing Solution for Col­ 
ors and Black. 'Four cups soap bark 
one gallon water. Boil for twenty 
minutes, strain, and use this emulsion 
in place of soap solution, rinsing well

Before suet is chopped it should 
be put in the oven to melt a little. 
Then, when it has become cold 
again, it is more easily chopped 
and waste is prevented.
