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OLDEST ODD FELLOW IN COUNTRY 
IS FATHER AND GRANDFATHER OF 
TWO RESIDENTS OF TORRANCE

The following article, taken from 
the New Kensington Dally Dispatch 
of April 7, 1924, will be of interest to 
the many friends of E. P. King of 
Marcelina street and Judge James L. 
King, son and grandson, respectively, 
of J. C. King, who paused a winter In 
Torrance a few years ago:

"Members of New Kensington Lodge 
No. 804, I. O. O. F., together with their 
wives, and Rebekahs, on Friday eve­ 
ning held a birthday party In their 
lodge room in honor of the oldest Odd 
Fellow in the United States, J. C. 
King of 1624 Kenneth avenue, who 
was born April 4, 183S, and joined 
Fayette City Lodge No. 311 March 29, 
1869. Mr. King IB very proud of the 
60-year jewel presented him by his 
lodge 15 years ago, he being an Odd 
Fellow 6B years. Mr. King was an 
undertaker in Fayette City from 
young manhood until 31 years ago, 
when he moved to this city.

"Mr. King is respected by young 
and old in this community, having 
been truant officer of New Kensing­ 
ton schools from 1899 to 1,914.

"C. C. Burford, chairman, introduced 
H. E. Wally as toastmaster. He has 
been acquainted with Mr. King 25 
years, and told many of the great 
things done by him since he knew 
him. He also enlivened the evening 
with amusing anecdotes.

"The following members of Fayette 
City Lodge No. 311 were present and 
were introduced by Mr. Wally: Reu­ 
ben Jones, secretary of the I. O. O. 
F. lodge there; Elliott Stephens, T. 
P. Vaughn, J. K. Smith, J. H. Wilson,

John Bloom, and Thomas Smith. 
Each spoke, with great admiration and 
love of Mr. -King and the good he ac­ 
complished while a young man. His 
memory Is still green among the older 
citizens, as he organized the First 
Presbyterian Sunday school in Fayette 
City.

"Edward Reynolds, accompanied by 
his sister, Miss Elsie Reynolds, sang 
two beautiful solos, which were great­ 
ly enjoyed. M. H. Malnwarlng, repre­ 
senting New Kensington lodge, then 
gave a stirring: and touching address 
on 'Our Duty' not only as Odd Fel­ 
lows, but good loyal Americans.

"Rev. T. S. Dickson, in behalf of 
the First Presbyterian church of New 
Kensington, then spoke of Mr. King 
as a churchman, he being a charter 
member of the -church and a retired 
elder. He also spoke of Mr. King's 
faithful attendance, despite his age.

"Cooper Brothers' quartet, together 
with William McCabe and William 
Smith, with their ukuleles, and com­ 
munity singing, with -Russell Hox- 
worth at the piano, provided the 
necessary touch to make the occasion 
enjoyable.

"At 11 o'clock the lights were 
turned out and Misses Dorothy En- 
dean and Irean Burford entered the 
hall with a carrier decorated In white, 
pink, blue and scarlet and three links 
done in gold, also numbers 91 and 
65, designating his age and the num­ 
ber of years as an Odd Fellow, on 
which rested a birthday cake with 
number 91 in burning candles, which 
was presented to Mr. King amid great

applause. Lunch was then served t 
about 260 guests. After singing 'Bles 
Be the Tie That Binds' and 'God B 
With You Till We Meet Again' eac 
one departed for their homes, trustin 
that they may be able to meet an 
honor Mr. King another time."

The greatest sin is 
unbelief. If persisted in to the end 
of life it 'may become the unpardon­ 
able sin for which Jesus said there 
s no forgiveness.

The glory of the Bible is that !t 
not only tells of the cause and slavery' 
of sin, but how we may be pardoned 
and set free. "The wages of sin is 
death, but the free gift of God is 
eternal life through Jesus Christ our 
Lord."
