Pour 
over two cups white sauce, cover with 
three-quarters cup buttered cracker 
crumbs, and bake in hot oven until 
crumbs are brown. For the whitp 
sauce melt four tablespoons buttei 
add three tablespoons flour, and sti 
until well blended, then pour on grad 
ually two cups milk, stirring con 
stantly. Bring to the boiling poin 
and add one-half teaspoon salt an' 
one-eighth teaspoon pepper.

Put half In but­ 
tered baking dish, dot over with one- 
quarter the butter, and sprinkle with 
one-half the mustard and cheese; re­ 
peat, pour over white sauce, cover 
with dried bread crumbs mixed with 
remaining butter, and bake in a ho' 
oven until crumbs are brown.
