Bake in a
rather hot oven for fifteen minutes.

may be added to the crumbs-—
which, of course, increases the food
value of the dish.

You can use every particle
of bacon fat to good purpose
in various ways. It can be
used to season anything where
bacon is used, such as spihnach
or beans. It can be used as
the shortening in a dark or
spice cake, or instead of but-
ter in preparing poultry dress-
ing. Or again, it will make a
very crisp and tasty pie crust.
Some prefer to use half bacon
fat and half lard, Others use
all bacon fat. / Chicken fat
tried out is excellent for cookie
shortening, for  shortening
spice cake, chocolate cake, or
half 'lard and half chicken fat
for pie crust.
