ORDINANCE No. 107

An Ordinance P.egulating lhe Con­ 
struction. Alteration. Repair and 
Removal of Buildings and Pro­
viding: for the Issuance of Per­ 
mits for lhe Same and for the 
Protection of Life and Property 
From .Fire and for the Appoint­ 
ment of a Huilding Inspector am 
Repealing Ordinances Number 10, 
54^ 56, 60, SS, 87, 94 and 99.

The Board of Trustees of the 
City of Torrance do ordain as fol­ 
lows: 

  SECTION' 1. The City of Tor-

he'reby divided Into fire districts 
and. until otherwise ordered by or­ 
dinance of the Board oft Trustees; 
such fire- districts shall be rlesig- 
natnl lespcctivcly as:

Building Inspector, Appointment 

and Duties 
SECTION 3. The office of Build-' 

ing Inspector of the City of Tor­ 
rance is hereby created and all ap^ 
>ointments to such office shall be 

made by resolution duly passed by 
said Board of Trustees, and which 
said resolution shall also fix the 
salary and compensation to be paid 
he appointee therein named, and 

such appointee shall hold office 
during the pleasure of said Board. 

The duties of such Inspector shall 
ie to enforce the provisions of th s 

ordinance, and generally to do and 
perform snch duties as the Board 
of-Trustces shall, by ordinance or 
otherwise, direct.

SECTION 4. It shall be unlawful 
for any person, firm or corporation, 
either as owner, architect, or build­ 
er, to commence or proceed with 
the erection, construction, altera­ 
tion, repair, moving or demolition, 
exceeding one hundred dollars 
(J100.00) In cost (restoration of 
plaster or painting excepted) of 
any building 'in lhe City of Tor­ 
rance (other than building erected 
by the City of Torrance, the County 
of Los Angeles, the State of Cali­ 
fornia, or tho United States), un­ 
less a permit to do such work Has 
been first obtained as herein pro­ 
vided. 

The person, firm or corporation 
desiring such- permit shall file with 
the Building Inspector, on a blank 
to be furnished by him, an appli- 
calion therefor, and with such ap­ 
plication shall Submit to him plans 
and specifications of the proposed 
work. Such application shall set 
forth the land upon which the pro­ 
posed work is to be done, describ­ 
ing tho same by lot and block, or 
other accurate description, the gen­ 
eral dimensions of the building lo 
be constructed, altered, repaired, 
moved or demolished, tho number 
and height of the stories thereof, 
and the names of tho owner, the 
architect and the contractor there­ 
for, an estimate of the cost of the 
propose,! work and the purpose for 
w lien such building or repairs arc 
Irslnni'u. ami .such other matter us

Thereupon, if it shall appear that

SUCTION" ". If any person 
whether as owner, architect o 
builder, shall commence .the erec 
lion, construction, alteration, re 
pair, moving or demolition of an:

when required by this Ordinance 
he shall lie required, when subse­ 
quently taking out such permit, to 
pay for the same double the 
amount of lhe fee hereinbefore pro­ 
vided for such permit. 

When Permit Expires 
SKOT10N 8. After a permit for 

the erection, alteration, repair 
moving or demolition of a building 
has been issued, if the work 
authorized by said permit is not 
begun within sixty (GO) days from 
the date thereof, said permit shall

SECTION 9. If work upon any 
building shall be conducted in vio­ 
lation of any of the. provisions of 
this Ordinance, it shall be the duty 
of the Building Inspector to revoke 
the permit for the building opera­ 
tions in connection with which sucl 
violation shall have taken place 
and if work upon any building shal 
bo abandoned for a period of more 
than sixty (60) days, tho Building 
nspcctor shall have power to re- 
oke the permit therefor.

be done at the cost of the City of 
Torrance. The City Attorney shall 

lereupon institute and prosecute 
an action against the owner of 
said building or part thereof for
the recovery of the costs of doing 
such work. It shall be unlawful 
for any person, firm or corporation 
to continue the uso of any build­ 
ing, or dangerous or insufficient 
part thereof, unless the work men­ 
tioned in said notice from the 

i Building Inspector shall have been 
done, or to fail or refuse to comply 
with any such notice.

SECTION 15. After a permit 
has been granted for tho construc- 
t on, alteration, repair, moving or 
demolition of any building, the 
plans thereof shall not be changed 
without notice having been given 
to the Building Inspector of said 
change and tho nature thereof, and 
a permit secured from him there­ 
for. If such change Increases the 
cost of the proposed work, the 
Building Inspector shall collect an 
additional fee for such change in 
accordance with the scale of fees 
hereinbefore prescribed. 

The issuance, of a permit-shall 
not be considered an approval by 
sa d Building Inspector of the 
plans and specifications for the 
proposed work submitted to him. 

Buildings Damaged by Fire 
SECTION 16. Whenever any 

wooden building within tho limits 
of Fire District Number One or 
Number One-A of the City of Tor­ 
rance is damaged by flre or other­ 
wise, to the extent of thirty per

the Building Inspector shall imme­ 
diately give notice in writing to

wooden building or to his, her or 
their agents, or to the person or 
lei-sons having control thereof, to. 
 eniove or demolish said building 
completely, or In lieu thereof, to 
nake such alterations therein that 
the same shall meet fully the re- 
luirements of this ordinance. The 
person receiving such notice shal , 
within forty-eight hours after re­ 
ceiving the same, begin to comply 
w th the requirements thereof, and 
sha 1 complete the work so re­ 
quired as soon as practicable. If

such notice Is given shall fail to 
do so the Building Inspector shall 
iroceed ns provided in Section 14 
lereof, to do said work.

SECT10N 21. For the purpose 
of this Ordinance, the follow ng 
terms shall have the .meaning at­ 
tached to them by this article, un­ 
less it is apparent from the con­ 
text that they are used with an­ 
other meaning:

Every column or girder In a 
juilding of Class "C" carrying ma­ 
sonry shall be thoroughly pro­ 
tected with fireproofing material, ' 
which shall be composed of con­ 
crete, terra cotta or brick, covering 
all surfaces. 

Buildings of Class "C" under five 
stories in height may have all in­ 
terior walls, girders and posts of 
wood on masonry foundations, ex­ 
cept that there shall be no masonry 
in any case carried on wooden 
girders or posts, except as herein­ 
after provided.

All posts or columns of the first 
story and basement of store build­ 
ings, shall bo of incombustible ma­ 
terial when the building Is more 
than two stories high. The 
weather roofing of all roofs shall 
be of Incombustible material. 

Foundations 
SECTION 31. Foundations for 

buildings of Class "C" shall not be 
of less depth below tho natural 
surface of the ground than as pro­ 
vided in the following schedule: 

For one story buildings, one 
foot. 

For two and three story build­ 
ings, two feet. 

For four story buildings, three 
feet. 

For five and six story build- 

The Building Inspector may re- 
. uire deeper foundations. If, in 
his judgment, necessary for the 
stability of the proposed structure. 
No foundation walls in buildings 
of Class "C" shall rest upon any 
filled or made ground. 

Tho width of the foundations of 
the several parts of any building 
shall be proportioned to the load to 
be carried, as hereinafter specified. 

No' course of brick footing shall 
project more than two 'inches from 
footing or wall above, and if 
formed of stone or concrete no 
course shall ho less than twelve 
inches thick, nor shall any course 
project more than six inches. 

The widths of tho footings of 
every foundation wall shall be not 
less than 75 per cent greater than 
that of the wall resting thereon.
