Says Rules Blight Personality
TOJJUS KRUTTSCHNITT, closely associated with B. 

«* H. Harriman in an epochal railroad development, and 
Since 1913 chairman of the executive committee of the 
Southern Pacific Railway, will soon quit the ranks of 
active railroad men. After 48 years of service he will 
retire on the eve of his seventy-first birthday.

Recently Kruttschnitt talked about his former chief 
and the future of American railroads. He characterized 
Harriman who, he said, founded his transportation em­ 
pire upon confidence in himself and the greatness of 
America as the greatest and last of the railroad kings. 
He will have no successors, in Kruttschnitt's opinion, 
because stringent government regulation has "taken 
much of the personality from railroading." But the 
Industry faces a period of many vast changes, he be­ 
lieves, and contemplated consolidations will greatly alter 
the railroad map of the country.

Intelligent Relief Vital

"Government control has laid such heavy burdens 
on the roads that only intelligent relief can prevent 
further receiverships like that of the Chicago, Milwaukee 
& St. Paul," Kruttschnitt said. "It is a sign of the 
Umes. Critics have charged the road with overdevelop­ 
ment in its Puget Sound extension. Perhaps that con­ 
dition exists, but it could not be predicted ten or twelve 
years ago when the improvement was projected. And 
government regulation had not then imposed difficulties 
upon the road such as have since reduced its earning 
powers so much that the Puget Sound extensions be­ 
came a handicap.

"The Interstate Commerce Commission has received 
a task in the matter of adjusting consolidations that is 
beyond its powers. Neither the commission nor railroad 
.executives can positively determine at this time which 
consolidations would be best for the country and the 
roads. The whole problem is in a state of movement. 
Beyond doubt we shall see changes such as have not 
taken place for many years.

Accepts Government Regulation
"I find no fault with the principle of government 

regulation, but it should not be onerous or destructive. 
Unless the public awakes and congress awakes through 
the public it is inevitable that other great rail properties 
will be unable to make their ,way. Extensive receiver­ 
ships will work infinite harm;, not alone to the roads, 
but to American industry as a whole and the nation 
itself. Our prosperity is so bound up in railroad pros­ 
perity that it is impossible for the country to flourish 
when the roads languish.

"I believe that these matters are evident to all who 
Wffl study them, but the public has not yet realized their 
portent. The roads must have fair treatment and a 
reasonable chance 'for life, or they cannot expand or 
even keep pace with modern conditions. At the be­ 
ginning of the century the roads earned about 33 1-3 
cents gross from every dollar of receipts, but in the case 
of several great systems this figure has fallen to 9 or 
10 per cent, which is not a living return. On the one 
hand the roads confront stringent legislation, and on 
the other militant labor.

"The last decade has witnessed a marked chastening 
of railroad executives and a new understanding of 
their relations to the public, but labor continues un- 
chastened and steadily increases its demands.   I need 
not say that any business man, any reasonable man, 
can see where all this leads."

Yellow Peril Not Imminent
***************

Sims Tells His Reasons Why

ADMIRAL WILLIAM SIMS, retired, commander of the 
American fleet in European waters during the World 

War, recently declared that there is not even a slight 
chance that America will be attacked from the Pacific 
or that the "yellow peril" will become a reality until 
China is developed to the level of Japan.

"America is secure from an attack in the great dis­ 
tance that attacking powers would have to travel to 
reach American soil," Admiral Sims said. "There is a 
possibility that the Philippines could be taken tem­ 
porarily, but because those islands are on the direct line 
of Great Britain's communications it is doubtful if 
England would permit their seizure. 'i

Disagrees With Mitchell

"Japan knows that she would not have the slightest 
chance if she crossed swords with the United States, 
and until China can become a military and naval power 
there is little probability of attack. China, however, 
has been at a standstill for the last few centuries, so 
there is nothing to worry about from that angle for 
several generations."

The admiral lauded the work of Gen. William Mitchell 
as u commander in the aviation service and approved 
the general's fight for a ministry of air defense, but 
disagreed with him on the union of land, sea, and air 
branches. For a naval officer to have in his command 
fliers who know nothing of naval tactics is little better 
than no plant's at all, the admiral contended.

Each branch of the service should have fliers espe­ 
cially trained for observations of movements with which 
they are familiar, he said.
