potpourri jar is as follows: Gather
the flowers early in the morning
when the dew is on them. Toss
the petals lightly on a table in a
cool, airy place and let them lie
until the dew has evaporated.
Then put them in a large glass
jar, sprinkling salt over half-inch
layers of the petals. This can be
added to from one day until an-
other, until enough flowers for the
purpose have beén gathered, letting
them stdnd in the jar for ten days
after the last are put in and stir-
ring the whole every morning.

Have ready one-quarter ounce
allspice and cloves, all coarsely
ground, half of & grated nutmeg,
one-half ounce cinnamon broken in
bits, one ounce powdered orris root,
and one-quarter pound dried lav-
ender flowers. Mix these together
in a bowl and fill the rose jar with
alternate layers of the “stock” and
the mixture of spices. A few drops
each of several*essential olls (rose,
geranium, bitter almond and or-
ange flowers are good) should be
dropped upon the layers as you
progress, and over the whole pour
one ounce of your favorite toilet
water or eau de cologne,

This is enough to fill two quart
jars, or one very large jar, and it
will keep for years. From time to
time various sweet things may be
added to it, as a few tuberoses or
a spray of hellotrope. If the jar is
lett open for half an hour every
day it will fill your rooms with a
delicate, indefinable spicy fragrance.
The flowers chosen should be those
having agreeable perfume — roses,
pinks, violets, verbena, hellotrope,
acacla, balm, lavender, etc,
