Observations

Our Worn Out Criminal Code and the Proposals to
Bring It Up to Date—California Taking
Lead in the Union

= By W. HAROLD KINGSLEY

O proposed action of California officials in several years has
appeared more closely identified with the fundamental purpose
of government than the recommendations for criminal court pro-
cedure unanimously adopted last Saturday by the State Convention
of District Attorneys.

The safety arm of government, designed to protect life and
prosperity, is the foundation of all departments, for without guar-
antees that the rights of men and their goods will be amply guarded
no state can long exist.

In the face of increasing disrespect for law and a constantly
rising wave of crime against life and goods, no state in the union
has yet taken any comprehensive measures to suit the criminal
code to the new order of lawlessness.

On the contrary, we have dealt with our criminals under the
provisions of a crimindl procedure that was out of date hundreds
of years ago.

L S O,
SOCIE’I‘Y in the United States is endeavoring to deal with highly
organized crime by the operation of worn out machinery, too
intricate to run smoothly and being constantly put out of com-

Our criminal code in its present form was evolved in days of
tyranny, when outraged people revolted and won, and then erected
legal guarantees against future oppression. It has no place in a
democracy where the state's mission is not to lop. off the heads
of political enemies but to protect society.

to protect the innocent against unfair treatment at the hands of
their oppressors. Now that the days of such oppression have
passed, the code serves to protect the criminal rather than to
safeguard society. The balance of Justice favors the accused,
just as it was designed to do, but today the accused is not the
victim of an oppressive nobility but more generally a menace. to
the peace and prosperity of mankind.

Wherefore it Is high time that the state altered its criminal
code to suit the new conditions, and wherefore the proposals of
Walter Tuller®chairman of the for the fon of the
code, merit the support of everz de;ent:ltlzen of California.

HE proposals of Mr, Tuller, which met with the unanimous

endorsement of the state's district attorneys, are as follows:

(1) Provision for a verdict of three-fourths of a jury in crim-
inal cases where the death penalty is not involved,

(2) Authorization for a judge to comment on the facts submitted
to the jury.

(3) Authorization for the prosecution to comment on the refusal
of a defendant to take the stand in his own defense.

(4) The right to waive trial by jury through agreement between
defense and prosecution.

(5) Reduction of the time allowed a district attorney to file
an information with the Superior Court from 30 days to 15 days.

(8) Provision requiring the Superior Court to set the case for
trial not later than 30 days after a plea is made, and prohibiting
any continuance except upon proof that the ends of justice will
be seryed.

(7) Provision requiring higher courts to hear appeals within 30
days and requiring a convicted person to begin servihg sentence at
once during pendency of appeal except in the case of death penalty
or when Teal cause for stay of execution is shown.

(8) Probation to be given only to first. offenders.

(9) Probation not to be granted under any circumstances if
convicted person carries a deadly weapon.

(10) No person sentenced to life imprisonment to be given parole
until-a minimum term of 256 years has been served.

(11) Any person convicted of carrying without a permit a con-
cealed deadly weapon to be gullty of a felony.

IN an article in the Los Angeles Times of Sunday Kyle D. Palmer
writes as follows:

“Adoption of this general program, which Attorney General U.
S. Webb asserted will give California the fairest and best code of
criminal procedure in the world, is sought, Maj. Tuller said, ‘only
that justice in this state may be swift, certain and equitable’

“The attorney general told the district attorneys that he enter-
tained certain reservations as to the desirability of a judge com-
menting on the facts in a criminal trial, but warmly indorsed all
of the remaining suggestions of the revision commission.

“ff California can take the lead in this all-important matter,’

Maj. Tuller said, ‘the whole country will be ready and anxious to
follow, and we will render a service not only to the state but
to the mation. Our present ineffective criminal code is inherited
from the ancient law when criminal prosecution meant crown
prosecution. Then, in order to protect the accused, the courts
evolved a system designed, not to get the facts, but to suppress
them.
“‘We haveé gotten away from all that in our social and political
conditions, England discarded the old system long ago, because
England discovered, as we have, that under modern conditions the
old law offers less protection to the innocent than to the guilty,
less safeguards to the law-abiding citizen than to the criminal'

“ADOPTION of an amendment providing for a verdict by three-
fourths of the jury in criminal cases not involving capital
punishment, in the opinion of Maj.. Tuller, will in no sense
jeopardize the rights of the accused, but will make virtually im-
possible a miscarriage of justice through bribery or other improper
causcs, He stressed as one of the most important factors in the
proposed new code the recommendation that trial judges be allowed
to comment on facts submitted by defense and prosecution.

“Restoration of this former authority of the court, he said, ‘will
enable the jury to hear comments on the facts by the only trained
and impartial person in the court. America is the only place
where the jury is deprived of hearing from the judge.'

“He asserted that no proper reason may be advanced for the
refusal of a sane defendant to take the stand in his own defense,
and argued that authority for the prosecution to comment on such
refusal would not invade the rights of the accused, but would
serve as a further protection to soclety.

“In Connecticut and Maryland, where provision is made for
walving jury trials by consent of both prosecution and defense,
Maj. Tuller said, more than half of the criminal cases are heard
and decided by the judge, thus greatly expediting court procedure.
Emphasizing his bellef that the longer a trial is delayed the Jess
