COLUMBIA STEEL TAKES ACTION

MOTIVATED by the double desire of Increasing plant 

efficiency and assisting in the progress of Torrance, 

  W. L. Booth, manager of the Columbia Steel Corporation 

mills here, announced last week that notice has been 

posted throughout the factory informing employes that 

Torrance residents will be given preference over those 

who live away from the job.

Such an action on the part of the Columbia Steel e?- 

ecutives is rtoteworthy. The company by no means intends 

to make its policy approach coercion. But by placing 

. emphasis on the company's desire to have its employes 

live in Torrance, the company helps the city in which it 

pays taxes and does justice to itself as well as to its 

employes.
Not long ago a Torrance man who works for a large 

corporation in a nearby city asked his boss for a raise. 

The boss turned him down. But he said, "If you will 

move to El Segundo, near your work, you'll get a sub­ 

stantial raise."

Long Beach, 

Redondo Beach, Gardena, Moneta and South Los An'gelea 

people boast that Torrance has the payroll and they have 

the Torrance workmen.
The industries and other agencies of Torrance can 

make this city a community of 15,000 inhabitants in mighty 

short order and they can do it without coercion, tout in 

fairness by enlightened advice such as that which marks 

the policy of the Columbia Steel Corporation.

J. R. JENSEN SHOULD BE ELECT
ED

J R. JENSEN is a candidate for justice of the peace of 

  Lomita township. The primaries are on Tuesday, Aug. 

31. If Mr. Jensen receives a majority at the primaries, he 

will be elected, as only his name will appear on the ballot- 

The position of justice of the peace of Lomita township 

is not solely a Torrance job. The court has jurisdiction 

in the whole township, which includes Lomita. The Herald 

hopes that the campaign will not develop into a fight 

between Torrance and Lomita. We should do all in our 

power to foster friendly relations with our neighbors on 

the south. The issue in the campaign for justice is not 

one of geography. However, Mr. Jensen's chief supporters, 

the ex-service men of Lomita township, expect him to 

carry Torrance by an overwhelming majority not because 

he lives in Torrance, but because he would make an able 

justice and besides he is so well known here.

Mr. Jensen's campaign committee reports that he has 

a large number of active supporters in Lomita.

Mr. Jensen graduated from the University of Minnesota 

and served in the United States army during the war. He 

has been engaged in the practice of law since his discharge 

from the army and has lived in Torrance for two and 

a half years.
The Herald herewith wishes to go on record in favor

of J. R. Jensen for justice of the peace of Lomita township.

Let's give him a majority on Aug. 31 "to the end that

the peace and prosperity of all may be encouraged by an

alert civic consciousness and patriotism."

THE LIGHTING SYSTEM AND ITS COST

IF a lighting system is to be installed In Torrance during 

the administration of the present Board of Trustees, it 

must be accomplished through a bond Issue voted by 

the people.
The majority of the present board is pledged to a light­ 

ing ^stern, but only when voted by the people at an 

electioh.
It is certain they will take no steps toward the calling- 

of such an election .without a petition from the people. 

But before such a petition is circulated definite guarantees 

as to cost must be obtained.
The Herald believes that the cost of an adequate light­ 

ing system in Torrance 'can be obtained at a minimum 

of cost through a bond Issue.
We believe that when these costs are estimated on the 

basis of guaranteed prices from lighting companies and 

contractors the people of Torrance, knowing exactly the 

maximum cost, will demand an election and vote the bonds.

An assessment district proceeding forces a property 

owner to pay the full cost of an improvement or place 

a lien against his property.
Under a bond issue the whole city pays its share 'and 

no lien against any piece of property exists.

Under an assessment district proceeding only land 

owners would pay for lights.
Under a bond issue owners of personal property who 

own no land would help pay for the lights.

Lights will benefit all property owners and non-prop­ 

erty owners.
Under a bond issue the man who owns a car, but no 

property,- will help pay for the lights he enjoys while 

driving his car.
The bond issue proceeding therefore will spread the 

cost of lights far and wide and be cheaper for everyone.

That Is one of the reasons why the present Board of 

Trustees wrote the bond issue plant in their platform.

THE MATTOON ACT HELPS T
ORRANCE

THE Supreme Court of the state last week declared the 

Mattoon act valid. This interests Torrance or should.

The great Hollywood-Palos Verdes parkway project 

will be put through under the Mattoon act. This great 

project, we believe, will do more toward the development 

of the southwest than any other single agency.

The Mattoon act enables a county to institute improve­ 

ment proceedings through both unincorporated areas and 

cities. It speeds condemnation proceedings by allowing 

the county to condemn property, use it as required without 

delay, file a bond to assure payment for the property and 

then, if necessary, get a court appraisal to decide what 

the payment should be.
Under the Mattoon act payment on bonds for an im­ 

provement may be extended over 30 years with no pay­ 

ments, on the principal for five years after the bonds are 

issued. Thus the cost of an improvement will be met 

by increased valuation of the property during the five- 

year period.
The most farsighted men in Los Angeles County are 

actively espousing the Hollywood-Palos Verdes parkway 

plan. Tentative specifications bring the highway through 

Torrance. The highway most certainly will be con­ 

structed. It will be one of the finest in the whole world. 

It will make this sectipn of Los Angeles County one of 

the show-places of the west.
The Mattoon act decision is at vast Importance to
