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License Plates 
May Be Secured 

By Mail Order
'Division Puts on Big Staff 
j to Take Care of 

Requests

The division of motor vehicles 
is now housed In Its new quarters 
in the Strub building at Eleventh 
and P streets, Sacramento. An­ 
nouncement was made today by 
Will H. Marsh, chief of the di­ 
vision, that the office Is now in 
readiness to receive applications 
for renewal of licenses for 1927 
by mail. License plates will riot 
be issued by the department either 
from the Sacramento office or any 
of its division points, or through 
the automobile club agencies Issu­ 
ing same, until January 31, 1927. 
On that date all counters of the 
'division will be opened to the pub­ 
lic. Final arrangements will be 
perfected before that time.

.The normal force of 600 employes 
will be doubled, and everything will 
be In readiness to receive -the 
million and one-half plus license 
applications which It Is estimated 
by Marsh will be presented during 
the 30-day renewal period.

Marsh pointed out that no change 
has been made In the law since 
1926, and the renewal will be made 
under the exact conditions which 
obtained (or the renewal of last 
yeur. Applicants for renewal are 
required only to submit their white 
certificate, officially known as the 
certificate of registration, and fee 
of |S for pleasure cars, and the 
same rate for commercial licenses 
as was paid last year. '

No chauffeurs' licenses will be 
Issued by the division or through 
the branches for 1927 until Feb. 
1. Jan. SI being the expiration date 
for chauffeur licenses under the 
California vehicle act.

As a safeguard against miscar­ 
riage of plates or certificates It is 
further pointed out that every ap­ 
plicant should carefully Inspect his

certificate of registration to asce 
tain If his correct address appea 
thereon. If It does not, correctlt 
should be made before submlttli 
the same, to insure proper deliver 

In case the certificate of regl: 
tration has been lost, appllcai 
should procure an application fi 
a duplicate certificate, properly fill 
out the same, and submit with the 
regular fee plus 50 cents for th 
duplicate. Except In cases of trans 
fer of the vehicle, correction i 
name, or change In type of ca 
certificate of ownership, or pin 
certificate, should not be submltte<
