This 
time It Is the. change from Spanish 
leather to mohair In the upholstery 
of the Oakland landau coupe.

"The Oakland landau coupe was 
originally Introduced in Spanish 
leather, says H. N. Griffin, Tor- 
ra^ice, Oakland dealer. "We have 
had such a demand for the coupe 
In mohair Instead of leather that 
we Induced the factory to supply 
us a number of these caTs so up­ 
holstered to satisfy our trade.

"The factory says that the use 
of leather was decided upon be­ 
cause the coupe there Is used pri­ 
marily for a business car and as 
such the men liked the leather both 
for Its utilitarian advantage and 
the east with which it may be 
cleaned and also because they 
thought It was cooler In summer.

"Our observations are that the 
grade of mohair used in tho Oak­ 
land will wear as long as leather, 
that It does not soil easily and that 
It is far cooler In hot weather than 
the leather seats.

"The coupe , Is a favorite both 
with men and women here and the 
women want mohair because It 
does not soil the light colored 
clothes that women in this part 
of tho country are accustomed to

COMFTON Preparations are go- 
Ing forward rapidly at Compton for 
entertaining more than 150,000 vis­ 
itors expected to attend the city's 
third nnmial Industrial uncl Fur 
Rabbit exposition, March 1 to 7.

At tho same time, a convention 
will be. held here by the leading 
rabbit "breeders of the west, over 
which C. S. Gibson, secretary of 
I he National Rabbit Breeders' As­ 
sociation, will preside.

While Gibson declares the rabbit 
display will go on record as be­ 
ing the largest ever held any­ 
where, thin division of the exposi­ 
tion Is being announced as con­ 
siderably overshadowed In magni­ 
tude by both the industrial and 
amusement sections.

The Compton Chamber of Com­ 
merce plans to qrcate an exposition 
which will adequately reflect the 
recent Industrial growth between 
Los Angeles and the beach towns. 
The area to be represented Is more 
than 660 square miles. Through­ 
out, the exposition Is planned on 
a non - prof Itmaklng basis without 
any element of promotion entering 
therein, the chamber has an­ 
nounced. The. work of management, 
It Is said, has been volunteered 
from start to finish by more than 
700 public spirited Compton citi­ 
zens, who are working under direc­ 
tion of Hubert Alien, oil tool man­ 
ufacturer and general chairman of 
the special exposition committee.

In describing the rabbit exposi­ 
tion as the largest held up to 
date, Qlbson said It will have 3000 
entries .of prize rabbits, as com­ 
pared with the show held five 
years ago at The Hague, In Eu­ 
rope, which had 2200 and has long 
been considered the leader among 
the world's fur displays. Last 
year's Compton exposition, he said, 
was the largest staged In the Uni­ 
ted States, and this year's Is as­ 
sured of having 1200 more entries.
