of these two great organizations

The Idea of wearing the poppj 
In remembrance of all who died In 
the World War was presented 
the American Legion by one who 
from all Information obtainable 
wns the first In America to thui 
wear the poppy Miss Molna Ml 
chael. The greater part of the fol 
lowing was taKen from her history 
nf Its adoption:!

Reads Poem
It was on the morning of Novem 

her 8, 1918, while she was serving 
on the staff ol the T. M. C. A 
overseas headquarters at Hamlltoi 
hall, Columbia University, New 
York, that a soldier placed in the 
hands of Miss Molna Michael 
copy of the Ladies' Home Journal 
with Col. John McBae's "We Shall 
Not Sleep," illustrated, in it:

"In Flanders fields the poppl*
blow .

Between the crosses, row on row, 
That mark our place, and In

the. sky 
The larks, still bravely singing,

fly.
Scarce heard among the guns be-

WE ARE THE DEAD. Short
days ago 

We lived, felt dawn,, saw sunset
glow, 

Loved and were loved, arid now
we He 

In Flanders fields.

"Take up our quarrel with the foe! 
To you from falling hands we

throw
The torch. Be yours to hold it 
' high!
If ye break faith with us who die 
We shall not sleep, though pop­ 

pies grow 
In Flanders fields."

Catches Menage 
Alone In her office Miss Michael 

-cad and reread this beautiful verse 
vhlch Immortalized the poppy, and 
studied the graphic illustration. 
She caught the message, and as 
she had dedicated herself to the 
service of her country the night war 
was declared, she at this time made 
a second dedication to keep .the 
faith and always wear a poppy of 
Flanders fields as a sign of re­ 
membrance of the sacrifices made 
by. those who fell. She wrote this 
dedication in verse, considered by 
many to be the most beautiful an­ 
swer ever written:' 

"Oh you whi
fields

.Sleep sweet to rise anew. 
We caught the torch you threw 
And holding high, we keep the

faith 
With all who die.

"We cherish, too, the poppy red 
That grows In fields where valor

bleft; ,< 
It seems to signal to the skies 
That blood of heroes never dies, 
But lends a luster to the red 

' Of the flowers that bloom above
the dead 

In Flanders fields.

"And now the torch and poppy red 
We wear in honor of our dead. 
Fear not that ye have died for

naught; 
We've learned the lesson that

ye taught 
In Flanders fields!"

As she was penning the last line 
of this dedication a committee from 
the twenty-fifth conference pf the 
Y. M. C. A., which was meeting 
there at that time, brought her a 
check for ?10 In appreciation of 
her efforts to make an attractive 
hostess house in their headquarters. 
Hhe had before this time furnished 
the flowers from her own purse. | 
"How strange," she replied, "and i

shall buy bright red poppies, 
''landers fields poppies, do you 
:now why?" and she showed the 
nen the poem and her ans 

They were so Impressed that they 
asked the privilege of presenting 
lie idea to the twenty-fifth con- 
erence, then meeting upstairs:

Conference Moved 
The conference also was Im­ 

pressed, and that afternoon Miss 
Michael bought Bilk poppies at 

inamaker's store, and after the 
adjournment of the conference the 
men came downstairs and asked for 
popples to wear the first scene In 
America of wearing- the poppy for 
ill who died.
The Armistice was signed. Other 

onferences adopted the poppy. The 
Gotham Arts Company of New 
'ork manufactured buttons and 
liris with the torch and the .poppy 
s the emblem of remembrance 
nd token of the pledge to keep 
aith.   Memorial poppy gardens 
<ere planted Sandusky> 6., had in 
he spring of 1918 one of the most 
toted of these gardens. 
The first street sale of the pop-

.lilwaukee, Wis., June, 1919, to 
alse money for the ablrty-second 

Division homecomlng. The Amerl- 
;a,n Legion In Milwaukee sold the 

to raise mony for service 
work just before Memorial Day, 

before the poppy had been 
adopted as the memorial flower of 

Legion.
Sentiment Grow* 

was in 1920 ^that Dr. Fender 
ion of Tacoma, Wash., went 

back overseas to search for his 
'buddy's" grave in the cemeteries 
il1 France. He was so Impressed 
>y the crimson waving masses tha^ 
ipon his return lie had Me Legion 
>oat adopt the poppy as Its me- 
noriul flower.

Michael was year after year 
ncreanlugly Impressed by the ne«d 
if a token "lent we forget." Her 
 Islon was far-reaching she re- 
lized we could not have beautiful 
nemorialH in every corner of the 
and from whence our heroes came, 
but the poppy could be worn as a 
memorial everywhere. . - 

Although not a member of the 
American Legion, Mimt Michael is

held In very high regard by the T,e- 
glon Deportment, of Georgia and 
lias been granted an honorary 
membership on its historical com­ 
mission because of her services to 
tlio organization. Miss Michael 
wanted the American I/ORlon to Tie 
the first national organization to 
adopt the poppy, and on the eve of 
the CSeorgla department convention 
of the American Leglpn held In 
Savannah August 18-20, 1920, Miss 
Michael appeared at the Legion 
headquarters In Atlanta, Oa., and 
turned over to the post all her data 
concerning the poppy being made 
the Legion memorial flower. Mr. 
Charles M. Oalllenne, commander 
of Atlanta Post No. 1, took charge 
of the material and presented the 
movement to the convention. The 
poppy was adopted and the dele­ 
gation to the national convention 
to be held In Cleveland, O., the

following month waa Instructed to 
present the resolution at Cleveland 
and to support It.

The resolution wns presented by 
the Georgia department at the 
national convention held In Cleve­ 
land September 27-29, 1920, and the 
poppy was adopted an the memorial 
flower of the American Legion  
Its first ndoptlon by a national or­ 
ganisation In America.

Pappy Adopted
At its organizing convention In 

Kansas City, October, 1921, the 
American Legion Auxiliary adopted 
the poppy as Its memorial flower, 
and pledged the profits 100% to 
welfare relief of the service men 
and women and their families.

The poppy is now the memorial 
flower of the French, British and 
Canadian World War veterans' or­ 
ganizations. The Veterans of For­ 
eign Wars, another patriotic or­ 
ganization of America, adopted tHe 
poppy In the spring of 1922. The 

lerlcan Legion and the American 
Legion Auxiliary cannot claim n 
sole right to the poppy, for the 
poppy la God's flower and cannot 
be copyrighted, and has been chosen 
by other organizations, hut the

American Legion and the American 
Legion Auxiliary can always claim 
to have been the first large na­ 
tional organizations of thin country 
to have adopted this flower.

The poppy has won a place In 
the. hearts of the people all over 
the world, and every year through 
the annual sale of the poppy by the 
American Legion and Auxiliary, the 
American public W afforded the 
opportunity of purchaalng the 
Pbppy. thus helping those for whom 
the war Is not yet over, and of 
wearing it In mcmoi'y of all who 
died In service.
