rank of employees of local
industries, let it not be lost
sight of that the same factors
have been given substantial
consideration by existent in-
dustries, as well as the pros-
pective industries. Labor is
one of the biggest costs on
the production sheet of a
manufacturing concern, and
the efficiency and turnover
of labor are the greatest sup-
plementary costs attached to
labor. Let it be repeated that
turnover and efficiency in la-
bor are measured very large-
iy from the square of the
contentment and industrial
environment in which that
labor may be found in. The
situation in Torrance in this
respect is truly most ideal,
and when the scores of non-
resident workers in local in-
stitutions become acquainted
with the pleasant attributes
of this section, to say noth-
ing of the opportunity that
lies within their grasp
through the appreciation of
property ownership, they will
naturally display an eager-
ness to take advantage of the

| situation and capitalize their

effort in so doing. The ef-
fect of this can largely be
brought into realization
through the good citizens of
this community appointing
themselves: as community
salesmen, by acquainting
their shopmates who do not
live here with the opportuni-
ties that obtain. With the
reflection of growth will come
added amusement, social and
recreational facilities to fur-
ther augment the present
happy situation. There is no
greater advertising medium
on the face of the planet
than the direct word of
mouth.

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Compton Requests
Amicable Finish of
Annexation War

The city of Compton desires to
see the annexation dispute involv-
ing Long Beach and Los Angeles,
over the annexation to Long Beach
of certain areas to the north and
northwest of that city, amicably
settled by agreement out of court.

The Compton Chamber of Com-
merce, through its secretary-man-
ager, Julius Jorgensen, has trans-

mitted to the litigants on both sides
of the dispute a resolution adopted
by thé Compton Chamber, in which
that body calls attention to the
fact that while it has not been a
litigant, it has been an interested
party in the dispute.

The resolution closes with the
statement that “in the spirit of
greatest friendliness we call upon
the City of Los Angeles and the
City of Long Beach, through such
means as they may deem proper,
to come to mutual understanding
that the litigation now in progress
may be terminated and such
agreement as shall appertain to
municipal boundaries shall' not be
of such nature as to hem in or
deprive the City of Compton from
its rightful and necessary expan-
sion toward the sea.”

“Shoestring” Opposed

Dr. A. M. Firkins of Compton
explained to the board that he had
discussed the annexation dispute
within the past few days with a
number of business men and resi-
dents of North Long Beach, and
that citizens there agree with
Mayor Oscar Hauge of Long Beach
in the stand that they should de-
cide for themselves. He said Vir-
ginia City or North Long Beach,
he believes, will vote almost unan-
imously to annex to Long Beach,
but that they do not want to be
included with any shoestring strip
or anything of that sort. This
view was amplified by J. O. Mec-
Donald of Compton, who accom-
panied Dr. Firkins on the tour of
North Long Beach to gain an im-
pression of annexation attitude
there.

Since the instigation of the suit
by Los Angeles, Compton has been
an interested spectator and at
times has entered in the role of
participants in suggested compro-
mises.
