In Kentucky “the sport of kings"
destined to die if J. C. Beckham
was elected governor. took a new
Jease on life when Flem Sampson
‘was chosen. Kentucky colonels, lov-
ers of horseflesh and racetrack
bets were happy.

Francisco—for the first
time in years—Sheriff Finn, known
as the boss of the Bay City saw his
favorite candidates smothered inan
avalanche of votes, Smiling Jim
Rolph was re-clected mayor over
Finn's favoritc hy 000, Finn
himself was defeated for re-election
by W. J. Fitzgerald. Foes of boss-
ism were smiling broadly.

Gov. Al Smith emerged from the
New York elections again a victor.
Single-handed he fought a Republi-
can measure to make the guber-
natorial term in the Empire State
four years long. The measure was
defeated by almost 300,000. Other
amendments, which he favored, car-
ried by overwhelming majorities.
New Yorkers, hoping to see Al
Smith in the White House, patted
each other on the back.
