And If 
men will In reality, Illustrate by example, the high reason and re­ 
straint which they arc so quick In arrogating to themselves, as 
their distinct possession, they will require a very much greater re­ 
serve than Is manifested la the hasty criticism of the frank and

Scientist Unearths Funeral Urn 
at Catalina; Tomb of 64 Children

Avalon, Cutallna Island. A huge 
funeral urn fashioned out of na­ 
tive stono as skilfully a« though 
turned out by a lathe, weighing 
134 pounds and containing tho skel­ 
eton of a small girl child, was 
found burled with 64 other small 
children piled In tiers of four deep 
around It by Prof; Ralph Gllddcn, 
:urator of the Catalina Museum

for the Channe Scientists
acclaim the find the most startling

s well as significant ever made.
Whether the child burled In the 

irn was a sacrificial offering, to 
the sun god Chlnlgchlnlch, or an 
Indian Princess who some day 
should have ruled, .the Island, had 
she lived Is still a matter of con­ 
jecture, says Prof. Qlldden who 
leans toward the latter belief.

'The little girl burled In the 
funeral urn must have been be­ 
tween .five and six years of age," 
said Prof. Glldden. "Her head 
ested against the side of the urn 

as though In sleep while the hands 
grasped either side. of the orna­ 
mented rim as though she had 
lust been crouching in It in nat­ 
ural child play. In the bottom of 
the urn was a .large jasper spear i 
ilade. Whether this had been! 

thrust through her body by a 
slayer, I could not determine," I

Another strange feature Prof.'
Olldden observed was that the'

,d in the urn In which the child
was buried differed from the sand
of the burial plot without und that

hlch covered the skeletons of the
04 children, all 'ranging between

i year and eight years of age,
i-led in a circle around the urn.

four feet beneath (he skeletons of
he children Prof. Glldden un- 
jarthed that of a 7' foot adult male 
vlth u spear blade penetrating- his 
 ibs.

The Island curator believes It 
possible that the child burled with­ 
in the urn was a royal princess 
md that the 64 children burled 
around her were playmates and at­ 
tendants, while tho man burled at 
the bottom of the pit may ha 
been her bodyguard. The richness 
of tho artifacts found burled In the 
urn which Included many, some SO, 
000, minute carved shell beads, 
crystul studded and abalonc. Inlaid 
flutes, daggers and hair pins, pearl 
pendants, miniature carved bird: 
und fish, jasper knife blades, spea 
head an'd arrow tips, would, indi­ 
cate the child to have been of royo.1 
birth.

Fi-of. Glidden is inclined tf> the 
belief that the princess may ha 
been killed In battle and that h 
playmates were killed 'with her. J 
thinks It doubtful that the chlldn 
were'stricken by a plague or died 
ut various times because of 
manner in which the little bodies 
were Interlaced In tho' tiers, their 
heads all touching and forming a 
yomplete circle.

I The funera) urn Is 13 Inches In 
height with an 8 inch Inner depth 
and measures 20 Inches across the 
top with a 3 Inch rim which Is In­ 
laid In four rows of wampum In­ 
tersected by four gates equally'dis­ 
tant and apparently conforming to 
the four points of the compass. All 
the artifacts found with the urn 
were ornamented with four circles 
and four gates, seemingly s<

nectlon with the signs of the 
temple.

Tho Catalina curator has been 
a five months' expedition into the 
Interior of the Island In search 
the,ancient temple of the sun god 
Chlnlgchlnlch which he however 
failed. to .locate although he be­ 
lieves that the funeral urn was 
found near Its vicinity. Tho tem-

pie Itself ho believes to be burled 
under a huge landslide near the 
point where he' made his weird

Will Transfer Entire Nursery
for Big Southwest Exposition

Scientist, Los Angeles with the co­ 
operation of other Los Angeles 
branches of The Mother Church, 
Mr. Kilpatrlck Is a member of the 
Board of Lectureship of The 
Mother Church, the First Church 
of Christ, Scientist, 'In Boston, 
Massachusetts.

Long Beach, Calif, An entire 
nursery, now spread over a terri­ 
tory of twenty-three acres, will be 
lifted from Its bed this week and 
taken to tho grounds of the Pacific 
Houthwest Exposition where It will 
become tho living landscape 
through which 1,000,000 visitors 
will pass after the Exposition 
throws open Its gates July 27.

Consisting of thousands of trees, 
shrubs and flowering plants, the 
Long Beach city, nursery, has be­ 
come famous as one of the most 
complete In the state It has been 
turned over to the Exposition for 
beautlflcatlon of the grounds

Palms and trees of the larger 
type will have to be moved by 
truck. Derricks will be used 
loading them with their clinging 
soil to the motor wagons and In 
lifting them from the trucks to 
places made for them at. the 
grounds, Eucalypti; and taller .va­ 
rieties arc contributing quite a 
problem lor. they, have to be moved 
along streets crossed In   places by 
telegraph wires.

Laying out of gravel walks, the 
staking out and digging of holes 
for the elaborate system of light 
standards which Is to surround the 
grounds on tta three |14«« flf n&, 
er, tho laying of a water' system 
and the connection of watering 
spouts, leveling, clearing of ground 
and the beginning of the excava-

n for tho j>ool which is to lie
the center of the grounds these 

are some of the Important works 
which will be under way. within a 
few days.

Already the grounds have begun 
td hum w.lth . the 'activity which 
spells the'opening of the big fair 
In less than two.months. The 720- 
foot entrance, the cafeteria, the 
educational building and stadium, 
the administration building and the 
great tower, which, when lighted 
will beckon a welcome to^thous, 
ands of visitors are at present 76% 
complete, according to a statement 
by Hugh n. Davles, building and 
grounds architect. Davles has al&9 
drawn the plans for the landscap­ 
ing and so perfectly do they fit 
the Tunisian type of architecture 
that the directors of the exposition 
have accepted them. Davles will 
be In charge of the removal of the 
nursery to the exposition grounds. 

  Palms, eucalyptus, olive, cataTp*,

acacia, willow, bamboo, pampas, 
cypress, umbrella, rubber, sabal 
palmetto and many other varieties 
of trees are being worked Into the 
landscape scheme as a background 
against tho buildings of white and 
their red tile roofs.
