A opened 
the deuce of spades, Y played the 
quoeh, B played the king .and Z won 
the trick with the Ace.

Here ia where 7. rose to the occasion 
like a true champion. The only way 
[or him to go came was by creating an 
impression in his opponents' minds that 
he required a re-entry for Ivis club si^lt. 
To accomplish this result, he led the 
king and then the queen of cUrtw and, 
as both A and B followed suit, neither 
was aware that the other was then void 
of clubs.

Having established-the Impression 
that he desi.-cd, that is, that he had no 
more clubs, 2 made that impression a 
certainty by lending the king of dia­ 
monds as if in the hope that the oppo­ 
nents, by playing the BCO, would estab­ 
lish dummy's queen of diamonds as a 
rMratry for the clubs. B, wh* was a, 
very food player, was completsty fooled 
by Zs strategy and refused to win 
the king of diamonds. 'I. DOW led 
the jack of diamonds and B, still under- 
tlie spell of Z's clever play, again rc- 
fiiM'il to play the ace.

/ had now accomplished his object, 
so |ie led the jack of clubs, overtook 
in Y's hand with the are, nnd led the 
balance of the clulw. In this way he won 
game arid riibber, scoring six clubs, two 
diamonds, and one spade trick. It was 
exceptional pliw by /. and particularly 
clever in that B had no poeiible way of 
detecting the strategy. Remember that 
all the hands were concealed except 
Y's, BO that B hhd no way of knowing 
that A held the ace queen of hearts.

It is exceptional plays of this char­ 
acter that make Auction Bridge soch 
a wonderful eame and a source of 
coiutant delight, not only to ihe ex­ 
pert, but to all classes of players, good, 
bad or indifferent. A hand that is finely 
played or bid is just as much a master­ 
piece as a work of art and carries juat 
M much appeal.

In the preceding article two hands

were given as examples of the value of 
bidding the longer suit first, even 
though It be a minor, where the hand 
contains two or more suits, each of 
which is a justifiable original bid. Here 
is another hand that oners the same 
problem:

In this particular ha*d 
a no trump bid, with a misslnc dub 
suit, would .be very unsound" But 
there is also the choice of a apkde or a 
heart bid, even though each suit i» one 
of four cards. The objection to either 
of these bids, however, is that partner 
is very apt to leave in a major suit bid.

On the other hand, the bid of a dia­ 
mond with this hand is almost certain 
to produce further bidding. If A passes, 
Y should bid one heart and Y Z will 
make a grand slam. If £ should bis! one 
spad«, many players would pass and 
lot !t. play (he hand. Y should, of coarse, 
bid two hearts over a spade bid and, it 
he did, the result would,be the saint.

Note the play of the hand at spades. 
The only way Z can make flame at 
spado, with a club opening, u to dis­ 
card diamonds on the lir»t three rounds 
of rliita. If he makes the mUtake of 
trumping one chib trick, he cannot 
make came. This shows the v»luo «f 
bidding the lonj»r of two suits.
