Fifty Wells Drill on Strength
of One Producer at Lawndale

LAWNDAMS With fifty wells 
drilling, over eighty derricks up or 
going up, a score or so locations, 
and still only one well producing, 
IH the present status In brief outline 
of the Jjiwndale oil field. Accord­ 
ing to the most reliable Informa­ 
tion available the Superior Hitter 
No. 1 Is rentnlng In preparation to 
set casing, at a depth of B338 foot, 
and la reported to be In u promis­ 
ing looking sand that IB consider­ 
ably oil streaked. Standard Vunco 
No. 1, reported at E355 feet, In dark 
shale, lias not yet developed any­ 
thing sensational but looks' prom­ 
ising. The Smith Durand No. 1 
had reached a depth of 5585 .feet 
yesterday and was coring frequent­ 
ly. Said to look good to officials 
of the company. Jim O'Donnell No. 
70, drilling at 6120 feet yesterday, 
has joined the list of near-wells 
and was showing streaks of oil and 
plenty of gas bubbles. In the sluice- 
box. O'Dopncll Is probably one of 
the fastest drillers In the field and 
It would no.t bo surprising it he 
finished his Well ahead of the three 
others now so much In the lime­ 
light.

At least two other wells are" now
below 6,000 feet, the Richfield In-
tcr-Clty, at 5110"and the Richfield
Paul Howard, at 6195 feet.

Mohawk Finds Sand
Reports "from the Moliawk Oil 

company's Marstcn No. 1 create.d 
quite a stir In £he southwest sec­ 
tion oC the field when It .became 
noised about Monday night that the 
well had struck an excellent oil 
showing at a depth of slightly be­ 
low 4200 feet. Streaks of oil were 
showing In the sluice-box and It Is 
reported, that this well Is logging 
pretty much, the same as tho old 
Wlnn well. It seems to be bearing 
out the predictions of fhor.War­ 
ner, the geologist who made the 
survey of that section some tivo 
years ago, and( F. M, McMuhon, 
who Is heavily Interested there­ 
abouts. As a result of the favor- 
abje report on the Marsten well 
prospective lease seekers have been 
turning their attention In' ,that di­ 
rection largely, and some quite Im­ 
portant deals are now In escrow. 
Mr. McMalion has opened a second 
office, ut the corner of Hawthorne 
boulevard and Koblnson avenue.

Seven or more wells have reached 
u depth of over 5,000 feet and sev­ 
eral more or so close to that depth 
as to be practically considered in

San Clemente No. 1 Is still try- 
Ing to get a water-shut-off. Tlic 
derrick is well smeared with oil 
but afteT six cementlngs the crew 
has been unable to secure a com­ 
plete .shut ofr. This leads several 
oil men to the conclusion that It 
is an edge well, but though all 
attempts have so far fulled there 
Is no reason for discouragement. 
Some 01' the best producing wells 
In California oil iiuliJs have hud to 
cement many times before getting 
a shut-off, ,us. In the case of Cul- 
lunder No. 1, the discovery well ot 
the Domlnguez field, which had to 
be cem/jnted fifteen times before 
the water was entirely eliminated.

Several new wells have been 
started this week awt a number 
have spudded In. Projected wells 
are holding off to, see What Is go­ 
ing to happen In some of the older 
ones that are getting clpsa to the 
pay sands, notably Standard Vunco 
No. 1, Smith Durund No. 1 and 
Superior Hitter No. 1. guile a few 
derricks that nave been up* for 
some time. have not yet installed 
machinery, for the sumo reason and 
numerous locations have shown no 
actual development. These-will all 
spring Into action the minute the

next well goes on the production 
list

Interest wan Inclined to shift 
since Tuesday towards tho north­ 
ern part of the field, when it was 
learned that several new wells were 
going In In that area, Including the 
Union Johnson, Smith 1'et. John­ 
son, the Halo and Crtuln Oil I'ro- 
duclng No. 2, and tlm suddon de­ 
cision of tho Kichflcld Woods No. 
1 to start drilling. Now It's harder

mako thi) next move when It comes 
to leasing. There seems to be 
quite a stir In'both ends of the 
field in locating new wells.

Meanwhile four of tho older wells 
are struggling with tho problem of 
where to slop the drill.. These four 
are the Superior Hitter No. 1, Stan­ 
dard Vunce No. 1, 'Smith .Durand 
No. 1 and O'Donnell No, 70, all re­ 
ported showing encouraging evi­ 
dences of oil at an .average depth 
of approximately 6-100 feet.

There was considerable gloom 
arpund the Smith Durand No., 1 
during Monday and Tuesday after 
the drill stem got stuck In the 
hole. For some time things looked 
bad for getting it out,_ but It was 
eventually pulled and .drilling has 
proceeded since -Wednesday morn- 
Ing. The hole Is now past 6100 
feet arid according to report tho 
care shows 'brown shale and 
streak* of oil sand.
