Can any good come" out '<>f graft-ridden, recall in­ 
fested Hawthorne? It seems iso. For Hawthorne has 
shown Us the 'way to cut watfer rates. Just las.t week 
Hawthorne announced that fit's municipally owned 
water system is now on a s^lf supporting basis, and 
an a result a 28c reduction in the tax bill has been ef­ 
fected this year. All expenses of the Hawthorne wat­ 
er system including the retiring of the bonds can now 
be taken care, of from the revenues for water. 

Hawthorne's water system cost its property own­ 
ers $200,000 and it now has two thousand consumers 
paying considerably lower rates than   Torrance water 

t . users pay. Yet with a reduced rate, and a heavy bond- 
  ed load, Hawthorne is. making it pay. 

A littte comparison ' of Torrance and Hawthorne 
rates might be of interest: 

First 50.0 cubic feet in Torrance, $1.25. First 800 
cubic feet in Hawthorne, $1.25. (300 cubic feet EX­ 
TRA in Hawthorne for same Iprice.) 

Next 500 cubic feet in Torrance, at 20e per 100 
cubic feet. Next 1200 cubic feet in Hawthorne, at 12c 
per 100 cubic feet. (8c EXTRA In Torrance). 

Over 1000 cubic feet to 3000 cubic feet in Torrance, 
15c per 100 cubic feet. Over 2000 cubic feet to 4000 
cubic feet in Hawthorne, lOc per 100 cubic feet. (5c 
MORE In Torrance). » . 

Over 4000 cubic feet in ;' Torrance, lOc per 100 
cubic feet. Over 4000 cubifr ftat^ln Hawtnorne^ 8c per 
100 cubic feet. (2c MORE in Torrance). ,v 

Now let's see how this works out in computing 
the average domestic water b!U\ My water bill In Tor­ 
rance- for last month was $5;40 for 3100 cubic feet. 
Th^ same amount of water cap be bought in Haw­ 
thorne for $3.79, & saving of $1.61. 

Certainly' no one will claim that it costs more to 
distribute water in a closely built up city like Tdrrance 
than it does in a town like Hawthone that sprawls Its 
houses oft half acre lots over a wide spread' of terri­ 
tory. 

Therte is little to boasfi of in having- the smallest 
bonded indebtedness of any city in the Southwest, If 
we are paying a privately owned water company 40 to 
50 per cent more for water than .we could buy and pay for a similar system ourselves. And this is just what 
we are doing. , 

I have a friend who likes flowers. And flowers like 
water. Last month his bill was over $8rOO for irrigat- | 
ing the flowers on his 50. foot lot in Torrance. I have 
another friend who raises an acre of flowers in Lomtta 
for commercial sale, and his water bill last month was only "one doHar. I don't care what the "experts" .may say about interest on the invested capital and all that 
sort of argument. The fact remains that other com­ 
munities are getting better water at cheaper rates 
than we are hi Torranc«, and I think it is time we started finding out where the nigger in the wood pile is. 

Some argue that we would tear up all our streets 
if the City' of Torrance installed its own water dis- , trlbutlng system. Well, the lighting system was in­ 
stalled with little trouble and muB.8. And it would be 
just as easy 'to drive water pipes along the alleys and under the street pavements as it was to install the lighting conduits without digging up the lawns, except 
in a few spots. 

Every time I pay my water bill I have a bad taste 
in my mouth, and if I didn't pay a bottle water com­ pany another two dollars a month for palatable drink­ 
ing water, I would have another bad taste every time 
I took a drink of Torrance water. 

Why wouldn't it be a good idea to have the City Engineer give us an estimate of the cost of a new 
water system in Torrance? I believe the voters of Torrance would approve a bond Issue for the installa- 

.. tion of a good water system, and from the abundance of water available all around Tommce it is hard to believe that with 12 square miles of territory In which ' to locate wells we cannot locate sufficient water for all needs. The Columbia Steel Corporation had notrouble securing plenty of water from wolls on its prop- I erty. I had a drink of "Columbia" water yesterday as it bubbled out of the drinking fountain in the Co­
lumbia office and it tasted pretty good to yours truly. 

This Is all very amusing, but it ia also very costly to the residents of Torrance. Why- not let's get down to business, and get the FACTS. ' Have the City En­ 
gineer estimate the cost of a new system. Get a competent water authority to ascertain If there is suf- 1 fielent water sources available, and then tell the prop­ 
erty owners how much it would cost them In taxes to 1 own their own uyutem and hoy much the,y would save 1 in water ratea If they did install a. municipally owned water system. If It's profitable for Hawthorne, it cer- 1 tuinly should, be profitable foe Torrance. 1
