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Althiough the closed season for
the Leuresthes tenuis, or grunion,
will ‘continue until July 1 the Iit-
tle fish are now [frolicking on the
fringeg of Southern California
beaches under either. the new or
the full moon, according to Miss
Catherine Beers, of the zoology de-
partment of the University of
Southern California, 'who hds just
completéd a study of the tides to
determine when'tiie diminutive fish
may be seéen.

“Midnight hours are the best to
observe the grunion” advises Misd
Béers, “the tidés reaching the high-
est peak between 10:30  p. m. and
1:30 a. m. when the gamboling
grunion animate the sands. Fu-
ture nights on which the grunion
will run, and the time when the
tide turns, are:

*“The Ledresthes tenuis s one
of the few water animals on rec-
ord that is known to come to dry
pland to spawn. Carried in by one
wave, they deposit their eegs deep
in, the sand, the next wave wash-
ing the fish back into the, water.
From eight to ten days are re-
quired for” the -eggs to develop;
they are then swept back by an-
other tide into thelr ocean  home
where they hatch.

“While the grunion Is offen con,
sidered a- true smelt, that is not
the case, ‘ag they aré of the silver
sidé family scientifically. known as
Atherinidae,” the ' zoology pro-
fessor at'S. C. states.

The closed Béason extending from
April »1 10: June, ‘30 inclusive al-
lows the grunion to.multiply rapid-
Iyf and removes all' likélihood of
their being exterminated at- the
hands: of fishermen or- curious-in-
dividuals who gather at the beach-
es during grunion runs. A great
number will probably be caught dur-
inz July and August when frequent
nocturnal visits of the elusive fish
are scheduled: to ‘occur, according
to Miss Beers.
