Robert Ten an, Packarc 
D^ler, Tells o'f TremendoM 
Task of Making Delivery to 

, Primitive Country

Automobiles ore. still a novnlf 
to Uie people of Biicaramanga 
Colombia, especially any new cars 
.Nearly nil of the 30.01)0 populatlo 
lltrned out to watch the first trl 
of a Packard recently delivered 1 
the city. It wns Bucaramanga' 
third Packard nnd, its expected ar

Probably more physical labo
was Involved In d«llverlng thes 
three oars to their purchasers tha 
that which attended the deliver 
of any other automobiles in th 
world.

^Hicaramntign in a wealthy mining 

city located 'on a small table land 
at the top of n mountain 9.000 
feet higTi In the western part of 
Colombia 'not far from pie Vene­ 
zuela frontier. It can be renchet 
only by a narrow winding and 
rocky trail or by riding In- a huge 
bucket which carries ore from the 
mines, by way of a steel cable, to 
the Valley below. Every article 
brought In from the outside f or 
use In the city has. Ho negotiate 
the trail on the back of a mule. 
Supplies for. the gold, silver and 
emerald mines are delivered by the 
cable tramway.   "j. 

Automobiles for Bucaramanga are 
sent to Colombia's principal sea­ 
port, Barranqullla. They are there 
transferred to river boats and go 
some 300 mllcn up the Magdalena 
river to the small winding Lebrlja 
r|ver which must be traversed as 
far OB tho town of Florida, located 
near the base of Bucaramanga's 
mountain. Just reaching Florida 
with a motor car packed It its 
shipping box Is a big task in it­ 
self but It In as nothing compared 
to the work which must follow. 

The car Is disassembled and then 
all the parts .are packed on Ihe 
backs* of mules up the side of the 
mountain. The motor body and 
frame of the Packard were lashed 
between two long po|csxlhc ends of 
which were tied on to saddle-like 
arrangements strapped to two 
mules. Hitched tandem fashion in 
his manner the two mules carried 

the three more bulky and heavier 
parts of thn car to their domi­ 
nation. The outfit was . accom­ 
panied by a large force of men to 
<cep the niuMn from Calling off 
he trail and down Ihe mountain 

Hidtt at the many sharp turns and 
o ease Ihe burden of the two 

beauts at frequently made stops 
'or rest. 

Other parts of the car wero 
ashed onto the hacks of single 

mules and with them the trip waji 
nade more 'easily. Packard service 
ucn assembled the car when all 
he- parts had reached Hie city. 

Work has heeu started by thr 
city of Bucaramanga on a road 
which will replace the nl.t mult- 
rail and which when completed 

can he negotiated hy un auto­ 
mobile.
