Canadian Lives

“The nutumobl.n has helped write
a new cpic of heroism to; gfand
among the annais-of dolp@rnto dar-
ing in _the mountains’ of north-
western' Canada, It is a story of'n
70 mile’ an hour race over 81 miles
of crooked mountain road to save
the llives of two miners overcome
by gas.

Max Weber and Sivert(Peterson;
employees of the' Monarch mine in
Kickfhg Horse  Valley,  had been
digcovered dying of asphyxiation in
the mine. A pulmotor and oxygen
only could save them. A telephone
call was made to the Banff Spring
Hotel " garage and Frank . Hayes,
foreman of the Brewster Transport
Service, was told the situation.

Speeds Through Tewn

A pulmotor was located at Can-
more Mine and Hayes sent Walter
Ashton on his way to get it in the
Packard Eight ‘seven passenger
touring car he daily drives through
the hills with tourists, Ashton was
told minutes might mean the dif-
ference between  life and death for
the two men. All speed llmlts were
removed.

Through the main strcet of
Banff. Ashton ~sped. . He hit the
open road at 75 miles. an hour.
