WATER ELECTION SET FOR SEPT. 25
Developments 

Follow Tragic

.Leech's Death Brings Four
Signals; Possible

Complaint

Two developments followed 
tragic death of Charles Frede 
Leech. M, well known buslnpss 
man of Ihlti city, who passed u 
at the Torrane.e Memorial hospital

  shortly after he was fatally In­ 
jured In an interaebtlon collision 
at Normandle avenue and Carson 
street at 8:20 o'clock Monday 
morning.

The developments were: Rrec- 
tion of "Hash" .signals at the 
dangerous corner by the I.OH An­ 
geles Police commission- the next 
day after Mr. Leech's death and 
the Indication -by San Pedro detect 
lives that the woman driver, who 
crashed Into the small truck driven 
by MV. Lppch, may >p 'charged 
with manslaughter.

The Normandle-Carson intersec­ 
tion has been a dangerous spot -for 
many months, scores of accidents 
occurring In that vicinity because 
of Its deceptive safety. Two 
crashes Saturday and two Sunday 
were reported at the intersection. 
The fatality Monday morning 
aroused n number of citizens hvrr-. 
.among them Mayor Dennis: J. C. 
Smith and Police Chief G. A. 
Calder, with the result that Los

Woman Said "Negligent"
Details of thp accident Which 

cost Mr. Leech, brother of James' 
W. Leech, manager of the »a|ik nf 
Italy here, his life, were re­ 
vealed at the coronet's InqOMl 
held ut Stone and Myera1 cl)npel 
yesterday afternoon. The verdict 
of the coroner's jury stated that 
"the death of the deceased wus
*U« to negligent driving on the 
part of the driver of the h'ord 
coupe." This was Miss Catherine 
Booth, 30,. 14CM, Palm drive JIuv- 
erly Hills.

Funeral services for Mr. Leech 
wer» held this afternoon at 1'eek. 
ttturdivant and Sands chapel, 244 
Redondb avenue. Long Boach. In­ 
terment followed at Sunnyslde 
Cemetery in that city.

Miss Booth Is confined to the 
Torrance Memorial hospital with 
a fractured .clavicle, a broken rib 
and cuts and bruises. She' Is re­ 
ported to be recovering. Because 
of her injuries, Miss Booth -was 
not present at the Inriuest con­ 
ducted by deputy Coroner J. I'. 
Kane.

Mrs, Alice Leech, of Long Beach, 
wife of the accident victim, testi­ 
fied that her husband wus born in 
Illinois and Is survived by her- 
«elft a son. 'Charles; a step-son, 
M. . S. Phillips, and a brother, 
James W. Leech, of this city. 

Terrific Impact Reported
Mr. Lcnch was driving west on 

jCarson street, coming to Torranco 
to his place of business at the 
Torrance Bicycle and Sporting 
Qoocls shop at 1341 Rl Praito ave­ 
nue, when he was struck by a. 
coupe driven north on Normandle 
avenue by Miss Booth. The Im­ 
pact hurled the truck driven by 
Mr. Leech about 45 feet from the 
point of collision. Detective Lieu­ 
tenant Evans, of San Pedro, testi­ 
fied. Both of the drivers were

Election on Troublesome Water Issue   -

Thanks to the splendid -voiuiltary 'work of W. 
Rufus Page and Frank Spoo^ji, who circulated the offi­ 
cial water election petitions,-'the City Council Tuesday 
evening was .able to take tlie next step in calling the 
election on this all Important .civic improvement.

By working tong- hours .Mr. Page secured 325 sig­ 
natures to the official petition and Mr. Spoon obtained 
260. Had they 'had 'time, these two gentlemen could 
have easily;'secured three times as many signatures to 
the water election petition, i Mr. Page says he only 
encountered three voters who refused to sign the 
petition and .Mr. Spoon testifies that he m«t only two 
who wouW not sign.- Isn't that significant of the~way 
the pleople feel about this.; deplorable water condition ? 
Just, think of It, out of" 590 voters seen ma partial 
houserto-house canvass, ONLY 5 voters were found to 
be opposed to calling the election.

The official petition's were not given Rufus Page, 
and Frank Spoon until Friday, and by Monday morning 
these ardent civic workers had secured 585 signers 
and..had filed their petitions with the City Clerk for 
checking. It was a splendid work on the part of these 
two Torrance citizens and we are sure everyone of the 
thousands of suffering water consumers feels grateful 
to Messrs. Spoon and Page for their efforts and time.

Mr. Page tails of an amusing incident. In his en­ 
thusiasm, to accomplish his task of getting signatures. 
Realty Rufus worked well fatto the night Saturday; OH 
knocking at one resident's floorvlie was-answered by,'  

"Who's there?"
"It's Rufus Page and I'm circulating a petition for 

a new city water system,!' said Page. «  
"Well, I'm In bed, but I'll get up any time to help 

get better and cheaper water for Torrance," said the 
voter, and he came out in his pajamas and affixed his 
name.

The City Cquncll, the City Engineer, the City At­ 
torney, the City; Clerk, and the entire civiq body are 
doing every thing Jegally possible to expedite the calling 
of the water election! In the meantime, it may be 
wise to warn voters against adverse propaganda de­ 
signed to discredit the construction of a municipal sys­ 
tem, and sponsored by the private interests who have 
long waxed fat by charging three prices for poor water. 
Let the intelligent voters of Torrance withhold judg­ 
ment until the complete plans for the'new municipal 
system are published. As soon as all the .information 
regarding the new system Is available, the .Torrance 
Herald will publish it; the financing plan, the water 
development, purification, and distribution." Everything 
will be clearly explained long before you will be asked 
to vote upon the issue. In the meantime, don't listen 
to hearsay,-and rumors.

Recognition of the valuable and voluntary work 
done by other public spirited citizens in circulating the 
earlier petitions should also be made, for had it not 
been for the timely activities of this group of loyal 
Torrance citizens, the issue might have lagged. Water 
consumers should be. grateful to Guy Mowry, Joe Stone, 
W. Rufus Page, Frank Spoon, Vonderahe Brothers, F. 
Burmeister, Earl Conner, W. A. Teagarden, MIcheal 
Straszer, and others, all of whom helped in'circulating 
the original -petitions which prompted the City Council 
to take Immediate action.

If the loyal citizens of Torrance will band together 
and get out the vote September 25, Torraiice will en­ 
joy better and cheaper water. Let's pull together and   
once and for all remove the handicap of poor water 
and high rates. We can do It, and do it easily, with 
the splendid sort of support already exhibited.

Mr. Corton' gave some Interest­ 
ing data about the work of. the 
department, stating that in 19:!! 
Los Angvles Counfy made 70.000 
inspection*, which included 10.000- 
000 plants and tree». He said 
that LOM Angeles County Is the 
richest county In the nation, agri­ 
culturally speaking, and that none 
of the most destructive pests were 
prevalent here. In 1923 farm 
products In the State brought rev- 
,enue amounting* to $500,000,000. 
Oil. which la considered by many 
to he the chi^t Industry of the 
State Is the nearest competitor. 
yet It brought revenue amounting 
to only $280,000,000.

The -speaker commented on the 
care taken by the agriculture de­ 
partment to keep pests out of the 
State. He told that every block of 
granite and marble coining from 
the New England states wus care­ 
fully Inspected before It was ad­ 
mitted. This precaution is taken 
because frequently the eggs of
