City Engineer Frank Lc 
hail made a careful study of the 
cost of the park-playground project 

: to Individual taxpayers. He 
reported that the expense, of the 
contemplated recreational advan­ 
tages will be less than 90 cents 
a year to the average home-owner 
.whoso property^nn valued at 
proximatoly $4500 un'd whlcl 
assessed at 11800. The cost o£ the 
park-playgrounds to the avurage 
vacant lot owner, whose property 
is valued, at about $2000 and which 
Is assessed at $800, will be leas 
than 3S cents a year. This Is pos- 
nlble because the Chamber of Com­ 
merce has. agreed to maintain the 
park and plttygroundn, without ad­ 
ditional expense to the people of 
tlie city, from Its advertising; and 
promotion fund.
