Shakespeare, born April 23, 1564, died on his birthday, 
exactly 52 yean later.

In seven of his plays, he murdered no less than 5 1 char­ 
acters. Possibly the murders so popular with the great play- 
>wright were a result. of his own ailments. It has been de­ 
clared that be died u a.rault of having 1 2 diiTerent diseases, 
all at once. The Lancet, a British Medical Weekly, states 
that be was a victim of the following:

"Typhus, typhoid, paralysis, epilepsy, apoplexy ,_arteri» 
sclerosis, nicotinism, chronic alcoholism, angir.j pcctoris, 
Bright** disease, pulmonary congestion and locomotor 
ataxia."

Phonetically, the name, Shakespeare, can be spelled more 
than 4,000 ways . . . Shacfcspeare, Shaxpeare, Shachspeare, 
Shakesper, Shaxpere, etc. Shakespeare, himself spelled his 
name in several different ways..

Like Imanuel Kant, who had a keen interest in the Ori­ 
ent, although he never traveled more than 40 miles from his 
birthplace, Shakespeare never once left England. Yet his 
plays were laid in many parts of the. European continent, in 
Africa and in Asia Minor.
