Advertisements profusely
trated with the stylés in hats,
dresses and men's suits of the
mode in that day lend a quaint
tinge of amusement to the old
sheet, and the prices listed therein
show that commodities could be
purchased for surprisingly small
sums. Blue serge suits, the old
standby for work, dress or play,
regularly valued at $16 were on
sale at $7.85, shoes at $2.85, men's
shirts, a regular at $1, were priced
at 35 cents. Sheets, 81x90, were
listed at 60 cents and hemstitched
pillow cases at 15 cents each. For
women, a swanky number was the
Piccadilly walking skirt in English
tweed, $3.60. Silk underskirts with
dust ruffle were $3.76. Sea Tsland
cotton hose were 10 cents, and a
finer hose of li¥le embroidered in
beautiful designs were 45 cents,
while the silk and lisle which in
those days were. the heighth of
something or other were only 70
cents. A pair of kid shoes were
$1.56. 2

In the theatres there were some
high class attractions. Kolb and
Dill in “Bankers and , Brokers"
were playing at the Davis theatie.
James O'Neill in “an elaborate ré-
vival of ‘Monte Cristo'” was at
the Novelty, Olga Nethersole (whq
remembers Olga?) in  “Sapho”
which was a hot number in those
days. For music the San Fran-
ciscans of 1907 had their choice
of the standard operas or a con-
cert by Madame Schumann-Heink,
then at the zenith of her fame, or
light opera presented by the San
Francisco Opera Company.
