When
a dispute arose as to the weights,
or number”of chickens taken, the
purchasers repudiated the bargain,
and liberated the chickens in the
crates, but drove off with those
concealed in the compartment be-
fore the owner could check those
released to see if all had been re-
turned. Out of sight of the ranch,
the chickens would be transferred
to the second truck and the deal
could Dbe - repeated. The whole
transaction would be carried out
in ‘haste:s withs reonsiderable ; con-
fusion so that the ranch owner
would scarcely be aware of what
was going on.

When Constables - Taber and
| Neff drove up to the Little ranch,
the man at the truck was seen in
the act of transferring the best
chickens from the wire crates to
the concealed compartment, so
that when the flock was liberated
the owner recovered all of his
property.
