According to a statement from
the Western Union = Telegraph
Company, . & number * of these
cablegrams haveé been offéred at
their offices by intended vietims,
They include persons in Georgla,
Oregon, Arkansas, Oklahoma, In-
diana, Texas, Arizona and New
Mexico.

Subsequent letters say the South
American trip is unnecessary, that
by advancing a certain sum the
prisoner's release can be obtained
and he and his daughter will then
proceed to the United States. It
that money is sent, a third letter
requests money to buy steamship
tickets, all this on the strength
of a promised share in the $350,-
000. That is the last that is
heard cf the “South American
prisoner.”

Due to the metion of the Western
Union in refusing to forward the
cablegrams and in warning the
people who offer them for dis-
patch, many persons have been
advised that they are probably be-
ing victimized, The letters have
been pouring into these south and
western states;, and anyone who
receives = such a communication
will be wise to disregard it.
