Building and
Loan Companies
Ask Law Change

California’ buirding and loan as-
soclations will ask the legislature
to amend state laws to permit
them to use all of the advantages
of the Home Loan Bank.

This announcement was made in
Los Angeles today by J. Lester
Miller, S8an Jose, president of the
California Building-Loan League,
who came here to confer with
Chamber of Commerce officlals en-
gaged in taking stock subscriptions
to the bank. 3

“Although our associations may
now affiliate with the bank, pres-
ent laws prevent them from pu,
chasing stock in any corporation,
President Miller sald. “This pre-
cludes our assoclations from being
full-fledged members of the new
bank. However, until the laws are
changed to enable assoclations to
obtain full benefits, they will en-
deavor to cooperate with the bank
in every way possible.

“In the organization of the Home
Loan Bank the government has ren-
dered a service to the public and
our assoclations are fully cognizant
of this. The system will impart
greater strength and security and
should prove an excellent auxiliary
in keeping our associations’ re-
sources at a more serviceable level,
It should so stabilize mortgage
credits that home owners will ob-
tain uninterrupted service under
varying economic conditions. '

“Those home owners desirous of
refinancing loans now must not
expect too much of the new bank.
It will' accept only conservative
loans and its function Is not a
cure-all for distressed conditions
due to deflation of realty values,

“I belleve that the Home Loan
Bank during coming years will be
of great ald to those persons de-
sirous of owning homes. It alrqady
has done much to instill greater
confidence by the general public in
bullding and loan assoclations.
This effect will beécome more ap-
parent as time goes on and the
close relationship of. this bank to
bullding and loan assoclations is
more fully reallzed,”

Aqueduct Construction May

With the $40,000,000 promised a
few days ago for the start of
construction on the “Metropolitan
Water District aqueduct, action on
one of the largest projects in the
country  will get under way within
a few weeks. Actual work will he-
gin as soon as the first installment
of cash is received from the Re-
construction Finance Corporation
which has underwritten the first
block of the $220,000,000 bond issue
voted by the district several
months ago.

At a meeting of the board of
directors of the district, held Tues-
day, of which former Mayor John
Dennis “is a_member, preliminary
issues were discussed, of which
one of the most important to the
people of the district was that of
employment.

Since the responsibility for
payment of the bonds falls up-
on the member cities as a dis-
trict, is sential that the
benefits so far as possible may
be enjoyed by residents of the
district, and for that reason
only those who are bona’ fide
residents are to be employed
in. the construction of the
aqueduct,

Apportionment of the cost has
been made on the basis of assessed
valuation, and‘ this method has
béen adopted in distributing the
labor required for .the work as a
most equitable method of guaran-
teeing to each member city the
benefits of this. labor.

Under this arrangement the
city of Torrance is entitled to
one per cent of the employ-
ment personnel, or appro:
mately 100 jobs. Only those
residents of Torrance who
have lived in the city for one
year prior to October 13, 1931,
will be eligible for appoint-
ment.
This

ruling was adopted

Court action to halt the payment
of the first installment of $40,000,-
000 secured from the Reconstruc-
tion Finance Corporation was init-
iated in Washington Tuesday in a
suit for injunction filed by three
citizens of Los Angeles county,
They contend that the project is

not  self-liquidating  within  the
meaning of the Rellef and Con-
struction Act and therefore not

eligible to horrow money. Officials
Who presented the matter before
the finance board maintain that
this point was fully developed be-
fore the board and that the pro-
Ject was shown to be self-liquidat-
ing to the satisfaction of Finance
Corporation  offictals. For this
reason they are confident that the
golirt action will not succeed in
halting the proceedings now
started.

- The old
kitchen stove was the centerpin of
the home and it took = lot of
work to keep it stoked up from
oatmeal time in the morning till
come dark of a night and every
day's chores was’different for the
old stove. Monday it hid under
the washboiley and Tuesday it
warmed up the andirons, and so
on every day until come Saturday
night  when.. the regular family
ablutions was pverformed.  right
along side of it and the closer the
better of a right cold night.
