New Plan Offered 
On Construction 
San Gabriel Dam

Engineer Proposes Substitu­ 
tion of Hydraulic for 

Rock Fill Type

Proposal that th« San f.nbriel 
r>am Ni>. 1 be a steel protected 
hydraulic fill instead of a in.ck fill 
wns made today by J. H. l.evei-lns. 
civil and hydraulic engineer, to the 
county board of supervisors.

According to the specifications, 
the proposed dam is in be a grav­ 
ity type hydraulic fill and wHI be 
protected by a 50.000 ton retaining 
wnir of welded steel. 'The steel 
will Iw approximately one Inch 
thick nt all points and will be 
protected from corrosion by an 
asphaltum coating.

Although the dam will be only 
47B feet high, it is to l>e so con­ 
structed that It can be built to 
an ultimate height of GOO fort. 
without strengthening the founda­ 
tions, according to I.evering's 
specifications.

Designed in a manner that will 
permit the discharge of more than 
600,000 second feet of flood water 
over the top of the structure 
without damage, the dam will have 
a factor of safety of not less than 
five, the engineer claims,

The cost of the dam. It is salil. 
will be nt least $2.000.000 under 
tht amount necessary for any 
other dam of the same height and 
foundation area as yet submitted 
for the San Gabriel project.
