Many Entries Due 
More than 2,700 pens will b«- on 

display at tin- show, Including 
1,500 poultry, 1,000 for plReons. 200 
for rabbits nnd at least a 100 for 
turkeys. The eight judges who 
will award the prizes are already 
selected, and even with so large n 
display they expect to get their 
work out of the way as planned.

Preliminary surveys Indicate that 
poultrymen throughout the entire 
;oast section will bring the elite 
if their blooded stock. Irf the 
lumber and quality of birds and 
inlmals In the show, it will bi 
nore than a sectional display. Th< 
nterest shown by city dwellers In 
:urning to small poultry farms as 
i means of livelihood during these 
ilmes has been phenomenal.

Perhaps nothing will Interest the 
public more than the fact that the 
show is open, free of charge to 
those who wish to attend. This Is 
made possible by the financial 
backing given the exhibit by the 
county, which appropriated its 
(budget show balance for that pur­ 
pose.
