Others 
declare all overweight doe to gland- 
alar disturbances, for which their 
tablets are said to be corrective,

Under California Initiative Act

SACRAMENTO. Seeking to protect prospective liquo 
iealers from heavy financial losses, due to misunderstand 
ng of the state's new regulatory liquor act, the state boan 
f equalization, which Is charged with the responsibility o 
iquor regulation, today issued a warning that the initiativ

t adopted by the people last No r
 mber ahsnlutely prohibits sa-
ons. bars or other ppblic drink- 

ng places In California.
Fred E. Ktewart. member of the 

equalization board. Issued the fol- 
awing statement: ,
"It has come to the attention of 

he Board that many Individuals 
nd corporations are preparing to 
uild and equip saloons and other 

public drinking places, apparently- 
inder the misconception that such

"To clear up confusion and avert
