other months . in motor vehicle
accidents, especially . accidents in-
volving pedestrians in urban ‘cen-
ters. A. 'safety campaign was
sponsored last.year with the result
that for the first time in several
years . accidents were reduced and
fatalities declined ‘from 155 in 1932

to 141 4n 1938,
In announcing . the campaign,
Chief Cato listed 'the  following

warnings. to pedestrians and  mo-
torists:

Heed traffic officers and signals
at street intersections,

Do not, try to cross heavily
traveled - streets. between cross
walks,

Take your time.

Do not, pass, street cars stopped
to take on or discharge passengers
at lopding zones, at more than 10
milés an’hour. If there is no load-
ing - zone, stop  ‘until -pasgsengers
have reached a place of safety.

Keep your windshield free hqm
dirt and moisture.

Have your headlights and brakes
properly adjusted.

Drive carefully at all times; and
do mot speed,

Do. not drink intoxicants when
you: are driving or intend to' drive
